Ward’s experience in county security, par-
ticularly with schools, should make for an
easy transition, he said.

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From playground to courtroom

Reyes dedicated
to serving
immigrants

ORANGE PARK — When Andrea Reyes
was in elementary school, she and her
sister were playing on the playground
swings. Despite minding their own busi-
ness, a boy pushed both off the swings
before calling them a racist name and
spitting in their faces.

Born in Colombia, she was an immi-
grant who moved to America as a young
girl. Reyes said that day on the play-
ground was the first time she

Listen and Learn tour provides answers to lingering school questions

FLEMING ISLAND — In an effort to help
the public further understand school se-
curity as it relates to the school district’s
new police department, Superintendent Ad-
dison Davis started a “Listen and Learn”
tour around the county. His first stop was at
Fleming Island High on March 28.

Thirty residents attended the first of
seven stops. Most of the session, Davis
explained the ins and outs of the school
district’s police department as well as the
admittedly expedited timeline that saw this
department come to fruition.

“As we talk about a timeline, one may
say, ‘this has been somewhat expedited and
it’'s moving in a fast direction,” and I will tell
you openly, I do not disagree,” Davis said.
“This is something I've told everyone: it's a
tall order. However, it's a step in the right
direction for our students. As Superinten-
dent, my job is to implement and plan ini-
tiatives and we had to move at an expedited
rate to make these initiatives happen.”

The police department was approved by
the majority of the school board earlier this
year. The Clay County Sheriff’s Office will
be out at the end of the current school year.
However, Chief of Police Kenneth Wagner
made it very clear the school district police
department will maintain a working rela-
tionship with CCSO.

“In May, I'm going to start the [Mutual
Understanding Agreements] that we'll enter
into with Orange Park Police Department,
Florida Department of Law Enforcement,
[CCSO] and Green Cove Springs Police De-

partment because we do have to establish
those relationships,” Wagner said.

Alot of the information presented by Da-
vis and Wagner during the Listen and Learn
session already had been released. There
was some new information to glean out of it
such as the fact that according to Davis, he
met with CCSO six times to determine how
to keep CCSO in Clay County schools.

However, void of a compromise that
worked for the school board's budget in
time, the board voted to move forward with
the school district police department.

Previously, Davis and his staff had dis-
cussed other options with CCSO to keep
GCSO in schools, but it wasn't known un-
til the Listen and Learn they had met six
times. Following Davis and Wagner's pre-
sentation, attendees could write questions
on cards for Davis and Wagner to answer.
The first question asked was about salaries

for the school district officers and whether
their previous salaries would be matched.

“Yes, we will match salaries,” Davis
said. “Nobody that comes from a different
department to work for us will be losing
money.”

Other questions concerned future taxes,
which Davis said won’t increase since the
recent millage increase will provide enough
funds for the police department, and guard-
ians. Davis vowed they'll answer every
question they receive at these Listen and
Learn sessions.

Following the question and answer sec-
tion of the session, Davis closed with a few
final words.

“T'll tell you openly and honestly, our
job with this organization, this police de-
partment, will be focused on being visible,
focused on prevention, focused on enforce-
ment and focused on engagement,” Davis

said. “That will be the priority of this di-
vision and to make sure they have a high
standard every single day to protect our
students.”

Bill Breese spent 30 years in Jackson-
ville working with the school board as an
infrastructure and information technology
technician. He found himself heavily invest-
ed in security and safety of schools with so
many students, teachers and administra-
tors. Before the Listen and Learn, Breese
wasn't exactly sure how he felt about the
school district police department.

“I wanted to see what the plan was,”
Breese said. “If you're going to start a police
department, there are certain things you
have to do. I don’t think I care whether you
have your own police department or not, as
long as what you put in place is capable of
doing what it needs to do, and I think my
major concern is that we prevent the threat
before it shows up on the schoolhouse door.

“If we wail until somebody shows up
with a gun, then the whole system is fail-
ing.”

Following the Listen and Learn session,
Breese said he felt more confident in the
school board police department, but he still
wants to learn more. He also attended the
April 1 session at Oakleaf High.

The next Listen and Learn is on April 16
at Keystone Junior/Senior High, followed by
one at Orange Park High on April 19. After
those, there will be a session on April 23 at
Ridgeview High and on April 24 at Middle-
burg High. The final Listen and Learn will
take place on April 30 at Clay High.

All meetings start at 6 p.m.
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“I've been involved with planning, train-
ing and exercises that [Clay County] has
continually done with the school district,”
Ward said. “Even before all of this that has
surfaced recently [school security following
the Parkland shooting], we've trained on
active shooter incidents, worked with ad-
ministrators on planning and Bruce Harvin
was the director of safety and security then.
He’s retired so this position became open,
and I've always had an interest in school
safety so it's really just bringing skills and
lessons learned to the district to help them
improve even more.”

Ward was an obvious choice due to his
history and skillset with the district, school
superintendent Addison Davis said.

“He’s a significant plus for us,” Davis
said. “He is bringing such a rich history and
knowledge and set of skills. Bringing him on

only makes us stronger as an organization.”

Ward will come in at a unique time as
a director of security, among other things,
as the school district is currently complet-
ing its efforts towards having its very own
police department.

Because Ward will be involved with
school safety, he'll be working side-by-side
with the department’s Chief of Police, Ken-
neth Wagner, according to Davis.

Ward is excited to work with Wagner and
the school district's police department, but
he also plans to work with many others.

“We will not only work side-by-side with
[Wagner] but side-by-side with emergency
management, fire and rescue, the sheriff’s
office and city police departments,” Ward
said. “It’s an all-hands-on-deck if some-
thing is happening. It's a one-team one-fight
mindset so all of those organizations will be
more partners in the fold of work here.”

Ward will be determining district re-
sponse plans to fires, storms and emer-

gency situations or a threat to security. Be-
cause each school has its own geographical
location and structure build, each school
requires a meticulously detailed plan to en-
sure the safety of everyone at the school.
Ward and his staff will also be assisting the
effort to make plans for and train teachers.

“We are really going to be continuing
that training and planning for our teach-
ers and administrators,” he said. “Teachers
and administrators are there to teach — we
want them there to teach our kids — but they
might be a first responder if a storm came
through or something like that. We want
them to know what to do, to know how to
react until the actual first responders got
there.”

Davis sees Ward as not only a great
hire for the position, but a great win for the
school district’s overall security.

“Bringing on John Ward just further
tells us that we're doing the right things
and that great people want to come work

with this organization,” Davis said. “This
just strengthens and validates that safety is
our priority. We have individuals ready and
geared up to protect our students.”

On the county side of things, Interim
Clay County Manager Lorin Mock said that
Ward’s notice date was April 30, which lines
up with Ward's start date with the school
district in May.

Similar to the county’s current search
for a new County Manager, the county
will select someone to serve as an Interim
Emergency Management Director.

Fortunately for the county, though, Ward
won't be leaving his position high and dry,
he said.

“[Davis] has offered to allow me to meet
and assist over here [Clay County] until
they get that position filled,” Ward said.
“They're not being left high and dry. I'll still
be involved in the community and like I said,
[ built this program here, so [ wouldn’t want
to leave them like that.”
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Sheriff warns about sexual violence: Get hands off or put hands up

GREEN COVE SPRINGS - For most of
the time he talked on April 1, Clay County
Sheriff Darryl Daniels read from a pre-
pared proclamation. But what was said
off-script made a more-profound state-
ment.

“I'm sick and tired of guys putting their
hands on females,” he said. “For those that
can't keep your hands off your significant
others, your days are numbered. Guys,
stop putting your hands on women. If you
can’t, come to Clay County and we'll talk
about it like grown men.”

The sheriff was joined by the Special

Victims Unit, advocates and representa-
tives from the Quigley House to mark the
beginning of Sexual Assaull Awareness
Month.

There were 295 reported sexual as-
saults in Clay County last year, the sher-
iff’s office said. While some charges are
dropped, the growing number of reported
sexual and domestic assaults were a rea-
son the county’s reported crime rate in-
creased by five percent last year.

“The stats are somewhat up,” said
sheriff spokesman Chris Padgett, “but in
my opinion, it's because we've brought
education, resources and support to the
forefront.”

Jennifer Rodriguez, Quigley House's
director of sexual assault service, agreed.

“I don't think there’s more assaults,”
she said. “It's just a safer climate to come
forward. Women aren’t as afraid. There
was a time when women didn't feel com-
fortable coming forward. Now, they know

they have a place to go. This behavior isn’t
acceptable.”

Daniels vowed to defend anyone who's
been victimized.

“In Clay County, we take a stance on
crime,” he said. “Sexual assault and do-
mestic violence, that's a crime, t00. And,
we're just as firm and committed to pre-
venting that crime just like any crime in
Clay County. That's a problem not only in
Clay County, but across this country. When
I grew up, men didn’t do that.”

Quigley House offers support in the
county for teen dating violence, teen safety
plans, sexual assaults and protection for
the LBGT community. According to infor-
mation provided by Quigley House, there
are more than 20,000 calls placed every
day to domestic violence hotlines nation-
ally.

“To those victims, today, we want to tell

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Changes needed to bill
to allow state to regulate
short-term rentals

The sponsor of a bill to pre-empt local
government regulation of vacation rental
homes was approved by a House appropri-
ations subcommittee April 1 after its spon-
sor state Rep. James Grant promised there
would be some significant changes before
the next stop.

Grant, a Republican from Oldsmar, as-
sured the House Appropriations Subcom-
mittee on Government Operations and
Technology that he intends to make ma-
jor changes to the bill to give the Florida
Department of Business and Professional
Regulation authority to oversee vaca-
tion rentals, particularly to enforce rules
against “bad actors.”

With that, despite much of the opposi-
tion that had helped kill similar vacation
rental bills in recent years, from local
governments, hotel interests, and others,
the panel voted with a split vote to move
the bill along to the Commerce Committee.
House Bill 987, as written, would elimi-
nate existing city and county ordinances
that would specifically regulate, limit or
prohibit people from renting out homes as
short-term vacation rentals.

(Orange Park Town Council acknowl-
edge the lack of state guidelines during its
March 5 meeting, saying it essentially was
powerless to create any regulations.)

“There will be significant policy work
done on this package,” Grant told the com-
mittee, pointing out that such changes will
have to be brought to a policy committee.
“It is a complex and complicated issue ...
There are things that I do not like in the
bill. There are things that other stakehold-
ers do not like in the bill.”

Particularly, Grant said he wants to see
the provisions in HB 987 that would elimi-
nate grandfathered local ordinances and
regulations revisited, and that he is talk-
ing with DBPR Secretary Halsey Beshears
about ways that department could address
“bad actors” in the vacation rental busi-
ness, and that he would have the resources
to do so.

Grant expressed frustration that op-
ponents have talked about all the grand-
fathered ordinances that would be invali-
dated, yet that no one has offered them to
him or anyone else to review, and he urged
stakeholders to bring them forth and come
to the table to talk about them.

Yet Grant remained emphatic about the
goals of the bill: deregulating vacation rent-
als at the local level, supporting property
rights of vacation rental homeowners, and
supporting the rising economy of individual

The platforms have enabled individual
houses or condominium units to become
competitors with hotels, motels, and tra-
ditional bed-and-breakfasts, which have
been pushing for regulation that could at
least hold them accountable for safety and
sanitation rules the traditional lodging es-
tablishments face. Similar arguments had
emerged from taxicab companies in the
face of platform-driven Uber and Lyft busi-
nesses, and now also from rental car com-
panies in the rise of individual car rental
platforms like Turo.

“The notion of tech-enabled services is
an issue that we as legislators cannot hide
from. And so there have been attempts
to try to define what a platform is ... and
start regulating inside all of these different
industries, rather than simply understand-
ing that tech-enabled services are not only
a massive portion of the economy of tomor-

row, they are an increasing portion of the
economy of today,” Grant said. “We can
protect the entrenched stakeholder, or we
can allow for innovation.”

That nonetheless still brings the com-
plaints and concerns of local governments
that houses or condos here or there be-
coming vacation rentals have at least oc-
casionally led to profound disruptions in
neighborhoods and municipalities, with
horror stories ranging from out-of-control
parties to porn-movie filming.

Grant argued that if the same com-
plaints keep coming up since the Florida
Legislature first began restricting and try-
ing to eliminate local regulations in 2012,
it suggests to him that the local govern-
ments are failing at controlling them any-
way. And he argued that most, if not all,
of the complaints should and could be ad-
dressed through normal local laws about
such problems as noise, drinking, drugs,
parking or other troublesome behaviors.

On Monday, lobbyists for homeown-
ers associations and condo associations
groups added the concern that, contrary

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Drugs, cash, weapons
seized in massive
Orange Park SWAT raid

ORANGE PARK — A woman had just
stepped into her garage just after noon on
March 28 when she was terrified by an in-
cursion of military-like trucks and swarms
of police running past her house.

Moments later, she heard several loud
bangs.

“It was scary,” she said. “When [ saw
those two big trucks, I didn't know what
was going on. Then, here they came. They
were walking and running. Some were in
green [fatigues]. Some were in uniform.”

Officers from the Clay County Sheriff’s
Office’s SWAT team and Organized Crime
Unit, Department of Homeland Security
and U.S. Postal Inspection Service were
there to raid a home in the Secret Harbor
neighborhood off College Street.

Three men soon then were arrested af-
ter officers found drugs, cash and guns in
the home.

A day later, several windows still were
knocked out and were boarded up, but
neighbors were relieved.

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Nearly 50 years in the making, Clay County welcomes home Vietnam War veterans

GREEN COVE SPRINGS - Retired U.S.
Air Force Col. William “Bill” G. Byrns was
tortured and beaten when he was held
prisoner for 309 days during the Vietnam
War.

But his pain continued for nearly an-
other 50 years after he returned home by a
society that seemingly forgot, if not ignored
and demeaned, the soldiers who fought in
one of the country’s most-unpopular wars.

The inaugural Vietnam Veterans Day
Ceremony March 30 at the TAPS Monu-
ment was, at long last, a way to finally say,
“Welcome Home.”

Byrns, of Fleming Island, spoke to sev-
eral hundred veterans and friends. His
voice was strong, his commitment to his
mission never wavered. A pair of pass-
ing trains couldn’t keep him from telling
a story of proudly serving his country —
even if it wasn't always popular.

“I got in the military because my dad
was in the military,” he said. “I grew up
in a family who was unapologetically pa-
triotic.

“I'm just a fighter pilot, not a speaker.”

President Donald Trump declared
March 29 as National Vietnam War Veter-
ans Day in 2017.

“Today is a day of healing for all of
us,” said Gary Newman, past president
of the Clay County Chapter 1059 of the
Vietnam Veterans of America. “Today, we
all come together as one family. Yes, it's
been a long time. What's really relevant is
this isn’t an isolated event. As a combat
veteran, all I can say is thank you to our
nation and to our president.”

Others were there to say, “thank you”
and “welcome home,” t00. A busload of
velerans from Moosehaven were special
guests, as well as Clay County Commis-
sion chairman Mike Cella, Clay County
Sheriff’s Office, Green Cove Police De-
partment and 14 members of the Patriot
Guard, a group that originally was formed
to block military funeral protests from the
Westboro Baptist Church.

“This took a long time — 50 years for
some of us,” said David Treffinger, presi-
dent of the VVAs Clay County Chapter.

“We're finally being accepted. It's good to
say, ‘welcome home.™”

The TAPS monument honors fallen Clay
County soldiers dating back to the Civil
War. With 21 fallen soldiers, the Vietnam
War, which lasted from Nov. 1, 1955 to
May 15, 1975, was the deadliest in county
history. Nationally, 58,320 died, and there
currently are 1,600 who still are listed as
missing in action.

“This is a story that needs to be told,”
Cella said. “Some Americans turned their
back on you, but you never turned your
back on America.

“Welcome home. And well done.”

When Byrns spoke, it was 46 years and
two days after he won his release from the
notorious Hanoi Hilton prison camp during
Operation Homecoming. He was shot down

of one project: the construction and operation of a new
Readiness Center, which is the number one priority on the
FLARNG Infrastructure Requirement Plan. The RPMP will
inform future planning and programming decisions for

real property construction, renovation, maintenance, and
repair at CBJTC over the near-term (within 5 years) and
long-term (5-25 year) planning horizon. The CBJTC RPMP

is needed to be in compliance with DoD's Master Planning
standard, UFC 2-100-01. ARNG issued a memorandum to
the ARNG Construction and Facility Management Officers, in
December 2015, outlining requirements for the prepara-
tion of UFC 2-100-01 compliant RPMPs for 48 specified
training installations by 1 October 2018. The RPMP will also
quide the FLARNG through the development of CBJTCin a
clear, sustainable manner that supports current missions,
preserves long-term military capabilities, supports the DoD’s
mission, and enriches the community it serves.

The new Readiness Center is needed to remedy problems
at existing facilities which are overcrowded, lack adequate
functional space and are outdated.

approximately 25-acre parcel within the northeast portion
of the Cantonment Area. The Readiness Center would serve
as a gathering point for ARNG personnel and a mobiliza-
tion platform during federal and state activation of ARNG
troops. The Readiness Center would house three assigned

units including the 927th (SSB, the 2215t EOD and the
256th ASMC. These units, with approximately 180 service
members in total, are housed within other facilities on CBJTC
and would be relocated to the new centralized facility. The
new Readiness Center will consolidate these three units in
amodern facility that would increase training and strategic
capabilities and help CBJTC become a leading training in-
stallation for the FLARNG.

requires a meticulously detailed plan to en-
sure the safety of everyone at the school.
Ward and his staff will also be assisting the
effort to make plans for and train teachers.

“We are really going to be continuing
that training and planning for our teachers
and administrators,” he said. “Teachers
and administrators are there to teach — we
want them there to teach our kids — but
they might be a first responder if a storm
came through or something like that. We
want them to know what to do, to know
how to react until the actual first respond-
ers got there.”

Davis sees Ward as not only a great
hire for the position, but a great win for
the school district’s overall security.

experienced racism.

And while she doesn’t experience such
direct bouts of racism and xenophobia to-
day, she does find herself catching glanc-
es left and right from people passing by,
people wondering if she’s Latino, Greek or
Middle Eastern.

While that day on the swings might
not have been a direct causation, Reyes
went to Florida State University, where
she started her journey to pursue a career
in law, specifically helping immigrants
through the country’s legal systems.

“I look very Hispanic, but I don't have
an accent, so I've been able to swing by
with people not really knowing who I am,”
Reyes said. “People are always confused
about where I'm from because I don’t have
an accent, so I don’t think I've experienced
as much of that [racism] as an adult. There
are those who have an accent and look like
me that likely do, though.

“I immigrated to the States and my fa-
ther petitioned for us, through work visa,
my sister and [me]. A lot of my family
was able to fix their statuses through the
amnesty that President Reagan did those
decades ago. So, my family, like many im-
migrant families, had mixed statuses —
some were documented, and some were
not — I kind of just grew up knowing that
... and my passion for immigration really
developed in undergrad through this men-
tor. From there, I just dedicated everything
else around immigration.”

Now, years, later, Reyes is the owner
and immigrant attorney of Reyes Legal, a
Jacksonville-based legal office with arms
that stretch deep to into Clay County.
Reyes and her staff help immigrants make
their way through the legal system, includ-
ing deportation defense, family-based im-
migration and family reunions.

They also handle humanitarian visas

where individuals who are victims of crime,
domestic violence and human trafficking
are able to get help through immigration
relief, she said, and they work with a lot
of waivers. In Reyes Legal's five years, a
lot has changed in the field of immigration.

“When I came into the practice of law in
2014, it was an absolutely different time,”
Reyes said. “President Obama, in Novem-
ber of 2014, laid out some things that he
wanted ICE to focus on in terms of pri-
orities for enforcement of deportation and
he created these priorities that basically
said, ‘if you've been here undocumented 20
years, you've paid taxes, you have a family,
you don’t have any criminal record, then
you're not a threat to our society. You are
not a risk to the public.”

Since then, things have changed.

“Under this new administration, in Feb-
ruary of 2017, they immediately brought
forward travel bans and a lot of changes to
immigration policies,” she said.

According to Reyes, the most devastat-
ing blow to the immigration community
came when President Trump’s administra-
tion took away Obama’s priority enforce-
ment for ICE. “There isn’t priority enforce-
ment for ICE anymore,” Reyes said. “ICE
is told that anyone is a priority to deport.”

Beyond that, Reyes said that there is
an overwhelming feeling throughout the
immigration community that there is a

process, something Reyes said many of her
colleagues feel t0o. According 1o Reyes,
former Attorney General Jeff Sessions re-
quired immigration judges to adjudicate
800 cases a year.

“There’s 365 days in a year,” Reyes
said. “Let’s give the judges 10 days of vaca-
tion. There's 104 weekend days. After all of
that, the judges are working for 251 days.
They have to adjudicate 800 immigration
cases in 251. Do the math. They have to do
three cases a day.

“An immigration judge has to make a
decision, listen to evidence, listen to tes-
timony, read the briefs that the attorneys
file, look at the supporting documents and
supporting evidence that we're submitting,
right? They're supposed to do all that three
times a day. It's not possible, and what
it’s creating is a pressure on immigration
judges to adjudicate these cases without
really focusing on the evidence and every-
thing presented, which is a violation of due
process.”

The Hispanic population is about 10
percent, she said. Reyes said she is doing
all that she can to not only help those who
must endure the harsh legal parameters
set on an immigrant's court case, but ed-
ucate the public on what immigrants are
currently going through.

“I want immigrants in Clay County to
know their rights and my biggest goal is
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communities and people who are inter-
ested in learning about the real immigra-
tion system, because unfortunately, what
you hear on the news is not what is true,”
Reyes said.

According to Reyes, without immi-
grants, Florida's economy would find itself
in the throes. The American Immigration
Council found that in 2017, immigrants,
documented and undocumented, made up
20.2 percent of Florida's population. They
found that these immigrants hold $73 bil-
lion in spending power and pay $17 billion
in federal taxes and another $6 billion in
state and local taxes. Undocumented im-
migrants themselves pay another $600
million in state and local taxes.

“What would happen if you deport these
immigrants?” Reyes asked.

Despite the uphill battle Reyes finds
herself in with the country’s current legal
system set up for immigrants, she finds
great joy in the success stories, and often
finds herself looking back at former presi-
dent Ronald Reagan’s final speech as presi-
dent, a speech many, including Reyes, have
dubbed a love letter to immigrants:

“I've spoken of the shining city all my
political life, but I don’t know if I ever quite
communicated what I saw when [ said it.
But in my mind, it was a tall, proud city
built on rocks stronger than oceans, wind-
swept, God-blessed, and teeming with
people of all kinds living in harmony and
peace; a city with free ports that hummed
with commerce and creativity. And if there
had to be city walls, the walls had doors
and the doors were open to anyone with
the will and the heart to get here. That's
how I saw it — and it still.

“And she’s still a beacon, still a magnet
for all who must have freedom, for all pil-
grims from all the lost places who are hur-
tling through the darkness, toward home.”

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Charter amendments, not candidates, highlight Super Tuesday ballots

CLAY COUNTY - This year's Super
Tuesday election will feature nine charter
amendments for two municipalities and
seven officials with uncontested elections
automatically taking city council seats.

Residents of Green Gove Springs and
Keystone Heights can head to the polls at
their respective city halls next Tuesday
from 7 a.m.-7 p.m.

In Orange Park, Town Council Member
Connie Thomas will retain her position, and
U.S. Navy Veteran Randy Anderson will re-
place term-limited Mayor Gary Meeks. In
Keystone Heights, Marion Kelly will enter
her second three-year term without oppo-
sition, and former Mayor Tony Brown will
replace Steve Brown on the council. Steve
Brown announced he wouldn't run for a
second term because of work and family
commitments.

The mayor and two council members
remain in office in Green Cove Springs.
Mayor Connie Butler and Council Mem-
ber Steven Kelley will enter their second
terms, while Van Royal will begin his final
term.

Clay County Supervisor of Elections
Chris Chambless said there were two ways
to look at the lack of candidates.

“If citizens feel that their representa-
tion is doing a good job, then of course they

would like to keep them in office,” Chamb-
less said. “On the contrary, there is a lot of
effort that goes into it whether you're a city
council member or a county commissioner.

Last year's Super Tuesday election
drew 1,040 of 7,275 registered voters for
a single race in Orange Park and Keystone
Heights.

Chambless said it was unfortunate can-
didates and issues were what drove voter
participation. He said it was a mistake to
only vote during a presidential election.

“Apathy is a serious problem in Amer-
ica. The message I continue to preach is
that the effort on our end is the same re-
gardless of the type of election,” Chamb-
less said. “Whether one person shows up
or 100 people show up, the effort is the
same because that's what the process de-
mands.”

Local government has the most direct
impact on residents, Chambless said, and
these charter amendment changes should
interest all the residents in the munici-
palities.

Charter Amendment No. 1, if passed,
would require appointees to that city coun-
cil must meet residency requirements if a
vacancy occurs, which is living one year
within city limits. Charter Amendment No.
3 is tied to council vacancies would allow
the temporary transfer of duties to the vice
mayor if the mayor’s seat was vacant until
the next general election.

Charter Amendment No. 2 would allow
voters to file absentee ballots at the Su-
pervisor of Elections office in Green Cove
Springs, where votes are counted. The
potential change would give city staff flex-
ibility Keystone Heights City Attorney Rich
Komando said at a previous meeting.

Green Cove Springs’ Charter Review
Committee forwarded five amendments

that the city council unanimously approved
for the ballot in November.

Charter Amendment No. 1 would ac-
knowledge and tighten state and federal
nondiscrimination laws in the charter.

To increase efficiency of city staff, Char-
ter Amendment No. 2 would propose to in-
crease the Green Cove Springs’ city man-
ager’s spending authority from $15,000 to
$25,000. The council is not removing the
requirement that money spent must be a
budgeted item.

Charter Amendment No. 3 would de-
fine the scope of city manager’'s emergency
powers and spending for specific situa-
tions such as operational disasters, public
health and safety disasters. It stipulates
the city council would review emergency
expenses, “within a reasonable time there-
after.”

The city clerk is appointed by coun-
cil members. Charter Amendment No. 4
would see the city manager conduct the
city clerk’'s annual review instead of the
city council.

And Charter Amendment No. 5 would
delete the requirement that the city attor-
ney live or maintain an office within Green
Cove Springs’ city limits.

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OP council wrestles with
the inconvenience of
abandoned RaceWay station

ORANGE PARK — An hour-long discussion
about Orange Park’s ongoing problem with
an all-but-abandoned building that used
to be a RaceWay gas station ends around
round of negotiations.

Previously, the council tasked Town
Manager Sarah Campbell and Town At-
torney Sam Garrison with negotiating an
agreement with the owners of the build-
ing that used to be a RaceWay on 151 Park
Ave. During the April 2 regular town coun-
cil meeting, Garrison presented this agree-
ment that had already been signed by the
RaceWay side as a show of good faith.

“The proposal that RaceWay has put
forward is that they would, within the next
90 days begin with demolition and removal
of the existing structure of 151 Park, haul
it away and clear the land with the excep-
tion of the property encumbered by an
easement which theyre legally required
{0 maintain,” Garrison said. “If the coun-
cil agreed to this, to the town's satisfac-
tion, the existing liens on the property of
$69,000 plus...would be forgiven by the
town.”

The council debated the idea of forgiv-
ing the liens. Some council members, like
Roland Mastandrea, believed the liens
should be paid in full. Others, like Alan
Watt, felt there was a middle ground with
the lien amounts that could serve as a win-
win situation for both parties involved.
After nearly an hour of discussion, it was
clear the council was not in favor of that
proposal.

As such, Watl made a motion to task
Garrison and Campbell with a new nego-
tiation that would see the RaceWay own-
ers fix the environmental issues associated
with the property — issues related to gas
lines and more — perform a demolition of
the building and pay a healthy chunk of the
fines.

This motion failed with a 2-3 vote, with
council member Connie Thomas, Mastan-
drea and Vice Mayor Ron Raymond voting
no.

Raymond made a new motion to have
Watt, who's a civil engineer with expert
knowledge on a topic like this, join the
negotiations with Garrison and Campbell.
This motion was passed with a 3-2 vote,
with Thomas and Mastandrea voting no.

In other business, the council discussed

what kind of visioning process they'd like
to see performed in Orange Park. In recent
meetings, the council discussed the idea
of a town vision to determine where the
town could and should be in five, 10, 15 or
even 20 years. During the April 2 regular
meeting, council members explained what
they thought this visioning process should
entail.

Before doing that, Campbell presented
some questions she felt the council's se-
lected process should answer.

“What is the timeframe you would ex-
pect this vision to cover?” Campbell asked.
“How many community preparatory ses-
sions do you expect? What type of data do
you want? What kind of public outreach do
you want?”

Thomas said there should be a steering
group that handles this process and that
she believes the visioning process should
be a year-long study and that it shouldn't
cost more than $80,000. Watt said he be-
lieves the visioning process should look far-
ther into the future, with a look at Orange
Park 10 to 20 years from now. He could
see it taking anywhere from six months to
12 months and no more than $100,000.

Raymond suggested the council hold a
workshop to discuss and debate what the
town’s visioning process should be, some-
thing everyone on the council agreed with.
From there, Mayor Gary Meeks directed
Campbell to select a date for the workshop
to be held later.

ment of this vessel, the recovery and re-
moval may require the use of a commercial
tugboat,” the project proposal stated.
Assistant  City Manager and Public
Works Director Mike Null said the boat
was the biggest dot in the cove on Google
Earth. Vice-Mayor Steven Kelley joked that
it wasn't as if the owner lost a lawnmower.
“For the activities and the more use, we

have for the park and the view, [removing
the vessel] would be well worth it,” City
Manager Steve Kennedy said. “No one is
denying that.”

City council members agreed to the
county’s request and directed staff to find
an appropriate source for funding.

Council Member Mitch Timberlake said
it bettered the county when the abandoned
boats were removed. He called the boat a
hazard that had become dilapidated.

“We as a council have worked hard for
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a way to get those abandoned and derelict
vessels removed from Green Cove. I think
it would be disingenuous on our part if we
didn’t do something to assist the county,”
Timberlake said. “It's in worse and worse
shape. It's not only a hazard, it's a danger.”
In other business, council members ap-
proved a 2019 After Action Report for the
city sponsored Augusta Savage Cultural
Arts Festival held Feb. 23. The report said
the festival made more than $1,500.
Friends of Augusta Savage Presi-
dent Henrietta Francis touted the event's

hands-on activities for kids and advertising
that made the festival a success at Spring
Park. She thanked the city for its effort.

“You all are very supportive, and we
want to let you know how much we appre-
ciate that,” Francis said.

City council members also approved
$55,198 for new playground equipment as
Spring Park.

“There’s some equipment that really
needs Lo be replaced,” Mayor Connie But-
ler said.

Brock passes 1,000-mile, five pairs of
shoes barrier on five-month odyssey

BOLIVAR, Mo. — Ken Brock literally had a
little trouble gaining traction last week on
his 2,664-mile odyssey to Coeur d’Alene,
Idaho.

He not only had to buy two pairs of
shoes, he had to replace both tires on the
cart he uses to carry supplies and his ser-
vice dog, Pam.

“I had two flat tires,” Brock said after
he inched ever-closer to Kansas City. “I
wore them out. And I've gone through five
pairs of shoes. I've been struggling a little
bit with shin splints, too. It's been chal-
lenging, but we're pushing on.”

Brock left Amvets Post 86 in Keystone
Heights on Feb. 1 on a cross-country jour-
ney to raise awareness to Wounded War-
rior Project. The Army veteran said WWP
empowered him to work through his post
traumatic stress disorder to complete the
five-month walk. And it’s a story that con-
tinues to grow in the miles ahead.

“I get stopped 10 times a day on the
side of the road by people who want to
thank me or take a picture,” he said. “Ev-
ery town I come to, it's like they're wait-
ing on me. The people absolutely motivate
me.”

He stopped at a mall in Springfield,
Mo., to buy new shoes. A group of five
girls recognized him from a television in-
terview, and they asked if they could take
their picture with him.

“That was a real shocker,” he said. “I
can’t believe this is happening. They knew
my entire story.”

Brock was 137 miles from Kansas City

Wednesday morning. Once he reaches that
milestone, he will have a couple months of
flat terrain.

“I will be able to do 30-35 miles a day
once I finally get out of the Ozarks,” he
said.

He plans to arrive at Coeur d'Alene by
July 4.

With 1,043 miles down, he still has
1,621 to go.

“Meeting people wasn't something I ex-
pected,” Brock said. “But it keeps me go-
ing.”

Along with new shoes.

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UF scientists sequence vanilla genome could support domestic industry

GAINESVILLE — University of Florida sci-
entists have sequenced the genome of va-
nilla, which will help them select the best
types for breeding new varieties of the
popular plant to grow in Florida.

Some consumers crave vanilla. The U.S.
leads the world in imported vanilla beans,
said Alan Chambers, an assistant profes-
sor of tropical fruit breeding and genetics
at the UF Institute of Food and Agricultural
Sciences. Madagascar grows about 80 per-
cent of the world's vanilla, but that island
lies thousands of miles from the companies
that buy vanilla beans and convert them to
extract.

That's why Chambers is leading a group
of scientists trying to develop new vanilla
varieties to grow in Florida.

In new research published in the jour-
nal Scientific Reports, Chambers and Elias
Bassil — a UF/IFAS assistant professor of
plant stress physiology — led a group of re-
searchers that established a vanilla collec-
tion with 112 potentially unique individu-
als.

These individual plants create the ba-
sis from which a scientist can select the
best plant for commercialization and genes
needed to produce ideal vanilla varieties
through conventional breeding, Chambers
said. With the new findings, researchers
can see which types of vanilla grow best in
Florida and which might have useful genet-
ics for plant breeding.

In their research, scientists also con-
structed a “draft genome” of vanilla DNA,
a basic version of all of the DNA in vanilla.

The genome is all the DNA in an organ-

ism that contains the instructions for how
it should do everything. For vanilla, this in-
cludes functions like how to make leaves or
roots, how the plant responds to pathogens
and how the plants make the aroma of the
beans, said Chambers, a faculty member at
the UF/IFAS Tropical Research and Educa-
tion Center in Homestead.

Chambers described the findings and
their implications in simple terms.

“If a genome was a car, a draft genome
would be a basic vehicle with no frills — no
radio, no air conditioning, no power win-
dows,” he said. “It does some things just
fine, like getting you to work. The next step
is to go from the basic vehicle to a luxury
sports car.

“So, while it’s only a draft genome, it’s
a great resource for the scientific commu-
nity.”

Some surprises from this study in-
cluded the identification of vanilla hybrids
between different species, Chambers said.

In the U.S. and Europe, you can only use
two types of vanilla beans -- vanilla plani-
folia and Tahitian vanilla -- and call it “va-
nilla extract,” he said. This study identifies
those individual plants that would clearly
fall within these labeling requirements and
allow a grower to access premium markets
within the current regulatory framework.

Chambers envisions specialty market
opportunities for South Florida farmers
who want to grow vanilla.

“Alternatively, the identified hybrids
could represent a unique branding oppor-
tunity if a grower wants to produce some-
thing unique in all the world,” Chambers
said. “These hybrids will most likely have
distinct aromas and disease resistance.

Now we can focus on a handful of promis-
ing vanilla types to accelerate our objec-
tive to bring vanilla cultivation in Florida
one step closer to reality.

utilized his impressive 75 inch wing span
and foot speed to be in the right spots for
the Wildcat defense.
