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School district sued
Warren last year over

funding shortfall

A Superior Court judge is set to
rule on whether Warren will have
to pay the regional school district
$416,000, plus interest and legal
fees, more than a year after town
officials refused to pay the district
what the town was ordered for the
2012-13 school year.

Warren's refusal last year to pay
the $12.165 million ordered by the
district's financing authority
marked a low point in school rela-
tions between Bristol and Warren,
which have been bound together
as a regional district since 1991.

Instead of the $12.165 million
ordered, the Warren Town Council
voted in April 2012, and voters
agreed at Financial Town Meeting
that May, to pay the district $11.75
million for the coming school
year, the same as the last year.

In response, the school district
filed suit. Superior Court Associ-
ate Justice Luis Matos met with
both sides Friday and after an
hour of testimony, said he will
soon render his decision.

The district seeks a judgement
that the town is in violation of
state laws that govern the financ-
ing of the school district; and
wants an order that the town pay
the amount called for last year,
including punitive damages and
attorneys' fees.

"This breaks down very simply,"
school attorney Andrew Hen-
neous told Justice Matos Friday.

"The town didn't like the
amount of money they were
required to pay (but) they don't
have the right to unilaterally
decide that they're going to pay
whatever they want to pay."

Under the state laws that creat-
ed the regional district and govern

After nine years of court dates,
deadlines, fines and orders, a town
effort to force a Warren couple to
clean up their property and fix
their crumbling home is in legal
limbo this week, leaving only one
thing certain: The bad blood on
Parker Avenue is likely to continue
for the foreseeable future.

Ever since Warren building offi-
cial William Nash first contacted 24
Parker Ave. residents Clarence
"Gene" Davis and his wife Barbara
in June 2005, the state of their yard
— and the large number of cars,
lawnmowers, trailers, boats and
other items it contained then and
still does — has been a source of
consternation for the town, which
has taken the Davises to Warren
Municipal Court and, more recent-
ly, District Court in Providence. In
April, Mr. Nash declared the

Davis's home uninhabitable, forc-
ing Mr. Davis to move into a neigh-
bor's house next door while his
wife Barbara  recovers in the hospi-
tal following hip replacement
surgery.

The case long ago stirred up a
hornet's nest on Parker Avenue, a
mostly quiet street made up of
modest ranch houses and tene-
ments left over from the days when
neighborhood residents worked in
the mills on Metacom and Franklin
streets. It only grew worse last
week, when a neighbor wrote a let-
ter to the Warren Times taking the
Davises to task for the state of their
yard, which has not changed sub-
stantially in the nine years since
the town first sought to correct the
issue:

"I'm concerned … and I cannot
believe the Town of Warren allows
this problem to continue," wrote
Dolores Seddon.

In response, Mr. Davis was blunt:

"I'm just trying to work myself
out of a bad situation, but I don't
know that I ever will," he said. "I'm
doing everything I can here."

What happened?
Mr. Davis, 72, a U.S. Army veter-

an, worked for years as a diesel
mechanic and has for years been
storing cars on the property, partly

as a hobby and partly through his
work. There's a late '40s Oldsmo-
bile, a Porsche, several old Fords
and Cadillacs and Pontiacs, and
more. He has also filled the yard
with all manner of random objects
from vacuum cleaners to fishing
poles and toaster ovens and sever-

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Town sent religious order
a $102,000 tax bill after
school closed last year

Faced with a tax bill they say
they can't hope to pay, the own-
ers of the vacant Our Lady of
Fatima School on Market Street
have come up with a plan —
open the school again on a limit-
ed basis.

After years of declining enroll-
ment and increasing costs, the
Sisters of Saint Dorothy closed
their tax-exempt school in June
2012, putting the property up for
sale for $8.1 million. Several
months ago, Warren Tax Assessor

Cathy Maisano sent the Sisters a
tax bill for $102,104.36, reasoning
that since the building was no
longer being used as a school, it
was no longer exempt from town
property taxes.

Though Ms. Maisano and War-
ren Town Solicitor Anthony
DeSisto agreed that the town was
on solid legal footing for sending
the bill, the Sisters promptly
appealed the assessment; that
appeal is pending.

In the meantime, Sister
Dorothy Schwarz said she and
attorney John Garrahy came up
with a plan to restore the build-
ing's educational use, on at least
a limited basis: By holding week-
ly classes.

Starting next month, three Sis-
ters will hold weekly one-hour
classes on Thursday nights for
middle school-age students
seeking general remedial help,
and high schoolers seeking
remedial math help. In addition,
there will also be a Bible class for
adults.

Sister Schwarz said she hopes
using the school again will save
the Sisters from what she said is a
crushing tax bill:

"The problem is we closed the
school because we didn't have
the money to subsidize the

school," she said. "Consequently
we got taxed to the tune of
$102,000, and we find ourselves
really in a hardship situation."

"We're not trying to be adver-
sarial; we understand the town's
position," she said. "We're just
trying to survive."

Ms. Maisano was on vacation

last week and was unavailable to
comment on whether the Sisters'
plan will change the tax situa-
tion. However, their original
appeal is still pending.

The Sisters of Saint Dorothy is
an international religious order,
founded in Italy, that is broken
into provinces. The North Ameri-

can province, of which Sister
Schwarz is head, is broken into
six religious "communities" in
Rhode Island, Massachusetts,
New York and Texas.

The weekly classes run Thurs-
days from 7 to 8 p.m., through
December. Call the Sisters at 253-

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its finances, the amount each
town pays in educational support
every year is determined by the
Joint Finance Committee. Made
up of representatives from each
town, the board currently has six
Bristol members and three from
Warren; the number of represen-
tatives from each town is deter-
mined by population.

After a contentious series of
joint finance and local budget
meetings last Spring, the Warren
Town Council voted unanimously
last April to "level fund" the dis-
trict at the same amount given the
previous year, despite the finance
committee's order.

Following the council vote, War-
ren officials questioned the
finance committee's numbers
and also took issue with the
school district's disclosure of
information, including enroll-
ment and financial figures, town
officials had sought. They also lat-
er pointed to a subsequent vote of
the Financial Town Meeting in
May, at which Warren voters
approved the level-funded
amount, and not that settled on
by the finance committee.

The town's voters, Warren Town
Solicitor Anthony DeSisto wrote
in a memo to the court, "did not

approve, but rather rejected, the
excess budget request at the Town
Financial Meeting. Therefore, (the
school department) does not have
a 'clear legal right' to the funds
that were not approved."

Mr. DeSisto alleged also that the
school district failed to adequate-
ly publicize finance hearings and
was not forthcoming with
detailed information about the
budget, and how funds would be
spent; he noted also that Warren
Town Manager Thomas Gordon
received 900 pages of raw data on
the school budget only after filing
an open records request.

Also significantly, Mr. DeSisto
said, the district provided enroll-
ment figures during the budget-
ing process that, in the end, were
off by 88 students. Given the aver-
age per pupil expenditure, that
discrepancy alone accounts for
more than $400,000. 

In court on Friday, Mr. Hen-
neous said that many of the
town's arguments — the enroll-
ment figures, timeliness and
semantics in the state law that
govern the district's finances —
are "red herrings." In seeking a
declaratory judgement and writ,
he said, the issues before the court
are actually quite simple, and
come down only to the state law
that has governed the district's

finances for 21 years without a
hitch. That law, and not the Finan-
cial Town Meeting, gives the
finance authority, and not War-
ren's Financial Town Meeting or
town council, the right to set the
school aid amount, he said:

"There is no legal issue here," he
said, saying the legislation that
governs the district's finances is
"crystal clear."

"We see this case as nothing
more than the town's refusal to
pay. This is as clear as the day is

long. There is no legal issue here."
Bristol Town Solicitor Michael

Ursillo also appeared in court Fri-
day, as Bristol was included as an
interested party in the case. He
noted that if Warren officials
wanted to contest the finance
committee's decision, there was a
"safety valve" in state law allowing
officials to appeal it last Spring.
Warren did not do so, he said.

"If either town can, just at its
whim," ignore the finance com-
mittee's decision, "then why have

this legislation?"
Though Mr. DeSisto on Friday

sought an additional hearing on
the matter, Judge Matos said he
will render his decision either in
person, or through a written
order.

As for Warren's claims, he said:
"I understand why the town is

not happy" with the joint finance
committee, he said. "But they
have their voice there. This court
is not here to decide whether
that's fair or not."

al trailers; all, he said, are items
that he brings to the Route 6 flea
market near Seekonk Speedway
every week in hopes of selling. It's
his sole income, apart from $680
or so that he gets every month
from the government.

"How far do you think that'll get
you?"

He said he is trying to comply
with long-standing town orders
that he clean up his property, but
is hampered by poor health and
the recent condemnation of his
home.

However, the Calenda family,
who own property to the west,
want more. Members of that fami-
ly — including letter writer Ms.
Seddon — have been after Mr.
Davis to clean up the yard for
years, and one of the most vocal
neighbors is Steve Calenda, her
son, a retired Bristol police officer
who serves as a member of the
zoning board of review.

Mr. Calenda said he has had
many talks with town officials over

the issue, and wants only for Mr.
Davis to be a good neighbor and
clean up his yard.

"What would you do if you lived
next door to that?"

Town officials several years ago
sent in a cleaning crew which
moved items including cars
around and cleaned up some of
the underbrush. Though the town
was charged about $10,000 for the
work, it had only a temporary
effect, as the underbrush is back,
Mr. Calenda said.

Warren is now seeking repay-
ment of the money the town spent
cleaning up the property, and the
town's attorney, Anthony DeSisto,
wants a clear plan for how to per-
manently solve the many viola-
tions Mr. Nash notes on the prop-
erty.

Town officials might have
hoped to expedite the matter
when they brought it from local
municipal court to district court
last summer, and it looked as if
things were moving along until
this Spring. In April, Mr. Nash
declared the house uninhabitable,

forcing Mr. Davis to move in with
a sympathetic neighbor, Charlene
Vernon, at 26 Parker Ave. Then, the
Davis's attorney, Sonja Dejoe, suc-
cessfully petitioned the court to
remove her from the case, effec-
tively putting legal proceedings on
hold.

Ms. Dejoe had been working on
a plan detailing how the Davis
family would clean up the proper-
ty, but nothing has happened in
the court since she left, and the

plan was never submitted.
At this point, Mr. DeSisto said,

the town and court is waiting for
the matter of the Davis's legal rep-
resentation to be settled. He sug-
gested that in the meantime,
neighbors are free to file injunc-
tions with the court seeking that
the matter be resolved. But that's
not the best course, Mr. Calenda
said.

"I want the town to do what
needs to be done," he said. "Me

personally, the position I would be
taking is you issue a court date
and allow them to present. If they
don't present, you go forward
against them."

Two doors down, Ms. Vernon
said the matter has gotten out of
hand. She said Ms. Seddon's letter
contained inaccuracies and was
unfair and mean-spirited, as it
accused Mr. Davis of spreading
junk to her property — "that's not
true," she said. "Those things are
mine."

She is facing her own problems,
she said, as her home is due to be
sold at a foreclosure auction in
October. She doesn't know what
will happen to her or the Davises if
she loses the house.

"But it's too bad," said Ms. Ver-
non. "We need more compassion
in this town. This is a man who
served his country, who has been
with his wife for 50 years, who is
facing hard times and needs a lit-
tle bit of help. He's a good man,
who's trying."

"And what's he getting? It sure
isn't help. It's a shame."

Trees were sheered cleanly off,
30 feet above the ground. Two
mannequins that stood watch
outside the Swift Results golf cen-
ter and coffee shop were toppled
over, upside down. And every-
where, large limbs and smaller
branches littered the side of Mar-
ket Street.

The National Weather Service in
Taunton reports that strong thun-
derstorms were to blame for
extensive storm-related damage
around Market Street, Birch
Swamp Road, Schoolhouse Road
and Brittney Lane just after 4 p.m.
last Tuesday. Officially, Warren Fire
Chief Al Galinelli said no one has
yet mentioned a tornado, but it
wouldn't surprise him if one actu-
ally hit:

"Sure looked like it," he said.
"They're thinking it might have
been a microburst."

The strong winds that blew
through the area sheered the top
off a massive pine tree and
dropped it on a house just north of

the Our Lady of Fatima property.
Around the corner on Brittney
Lane, another large tree fell on and
nearly flattened a truck. And other
trees fell across roads in the area,
forcing the fire department and
DPW to hustle to keep the streets
clear.

"It happened at the wrong time,
that's for sure," Chief Galinelli.
"There was substantial damage
and everyone had to work hard to

get it cleared quick."
The impassable roads quickly

backed up traffic through Warren,
contributing to gridlock as far
away as Main Street, downtown.

One resident, cleaning out
bushes adjacent to the Fatima
property, said it was a mess:

"All hell broke loose," said
Arturo Soares. "The wind was
screaming and trees were flying all
over the place."

Vote for Healey — '"He won't be there for you," was
the rallying cry of perennial Rhode Island lieutenant
governor candidate Bob Healey.

In the East Bay, that's just how many have viewed the gov-
ernorship of Lincoln Chafee, who announced last Wednes-
day that he won't seek reelection.

When his would-be successors come calling, people here
will be listening for assurances that their next governor
views these towns as something more than outlying
colonies.

It wasn't just the Sakonnet River Bridge toll that soured
these towns on their governor, but the toll issue was reveal-
ing.

The governor often said that he was all about boosting
business, yet his toll scheme was a business-killer (Waterline
Systems, the latest to pack up and leave Portsmouth, men-
tioned tolls last week on its way off-island to Warren).

Especially frustrating to the crowds that tried to dissuade
Gov. Chafee from his short-sighted toll plan was the percep-
tion that he wasn't listening — had made up his mind and
that was that. 

It seemed apparent when throngs turned out at a
Portsmouth Town Hall hearing to hear his thoughts on tolls.
After wringing his hands and saying briefly that he
empathized, Gov. Chafee stepped back and let his Depart-
ment of Transportation head take the questions and the flak.
He was a no-show at two subsequent marathon hearings
and the tolls were rammed through as though those many
hours of testimony never happened.

For their next governor, voters should hope for someone
who treats all corners of this puny state equally. The Chafee
idea was to balance the entire state bridge repair budget on
the backs of a few easy targets, then cut off state bus service
at the Sakonnet River. 

They should hope for a head-of-state whose thoughts on
deficit reduction are more creative than the tired old  Rhode
Island way of more tolls, fees and taxes.

Candidates for this job should be held to the fire on these
points. Voters who let them skate by with the standard, "If
elected, I will give this issue close scrutiny," deserve what
they get.

He seems like a nice guy but sad to say that Chafee's
departure is good news for these towns.

May the next governor remember that Newport and Bris-
tol counties count for more than the revenue that can be
squeezed from them.

A flawed policy initiative called

the Chained CPI is gaining steam
in Washington budget talks that
would shortchange everyone who
receives federal benefits such as
Social Security and federal annu-
ities by low balling their annual
cost-of-living adjustments
(COLAs). 

Chained CPI supporters have
tried to minimize the conse-
quences it will have on seniors,
retired federal employees, and
veterans by calling it a "technical
adjustment" or "better measure of
inflation."

When you cut through the
rhetoric, the truth is that the
Chained CPI is only an adjust-
ment in that it means smaller
COLAs each year. It hurts every
American — particularly our most
vulnerable — in a major way that
worsens over time. 

How would the switch to the
Chained CPI hurt an American
citizen who receives the average
$15,000 annual Social Security
benefit? Over 25 years, Chained
CPI would rob the senior of more
than $23,000. Just think of how
many coupons that senior would
have to clip to make up for the loss 

of $23,000 over his/her retired
years.

For many federal annuitants
who don't receive Social Security,
the impact is even greater. Over 25
years, the average federal retiree
would see a loss of $48,000. 

I urge our lawmakers to reject
the Chained CPI and provide
America's seniors, retired veter-
ans and public servants, and indi-
viduals with disabilities the
income protection they have
earned and deserve.

Taken from the pages of the
Warren and Barrington Gazette
this week in September 1913:

Firefighters' glory
The annual Muster of the Fire-

mans association of the state was
held this year at Westerly,
Wednesday being the day. The
crowning feature of all, as far as
Warren is concerned was the
hose reel contest. There were six
entries for this, but two compa-
nies withdrew leaving the field to
the four who actually competed.
The ROugh and Ready 5's of this
town were hitched up for the
race and ran it in good style. The
distance was 202 yards and the
boys covered it in 36, 3-5 sec-
onds. For their aegis like perfor-
mance, they won a prize — the
first prize at that — of $25 in gold
and an exceedingly handsome
banner which they are displaying
as a memento of their prowess.
Maybe the Warren contingent
didn't yell when they came
sweeping down the line, snaking
their reel behind them as if it had
been a rubber tire, ball-bearing,
steel-spoke, aluminum-body,
sort of a cart, paying cut the hose
like string. How they ran. But
they came out first and the effort
was as nothing compared with
the glory that was theirs. Some
runners, those boys! For the sat-
isfaction of any of their defeated
opponents who were the contes-
tants in that day's race, we
declare that that is the way they

go to fires in this town. And when
they reached home their jubilant
friends were waiting to receive
them. Already at the station was
a waiting fife and drum band to
lead the way; and with music,
oftimes eclipsed by the cheers of
friends and townsfolk the Rough
and Ready's made a short street
parade, and then were escorted
to their hall in East Warren, there
to talk over the day and relate
once more to friends, who had
been left behind, how the day
was won and what its glories
were.

Fruit thieves
People about town who are so

fortunate as to own a few choice
fruit trees are bothered to death
in trying to keep the juicy fruit on
the trees long enough to get ripe,
to say nothing of trying to pre-
serve it long enough to taste it.
With no regard for fences, gates,
even locks, children swarm into
and over lawns and orchards and
fill pockets, pillow cases and
blouses with apples, pears,
plums and quinces, without so
much as by your leave. The other
day a boy was noted with a shirt
of blue denim, some sizes too
large on his little body. Being
interrogated as to why he wore
such, he returned the astonish-
ing answer, that it was his
father's shirt, and that he was
wearing it so that he could stuff it
with apples for his mother to
preserve. He was then beneath
some choice apple trees on for-

eign territory. Hee's another. A
young miss of 11 summers was
found with her aplon filled with
the product of a choice pear tree.
She had been watched for some
minutes, picking the fruit from
the ranches and not deigning to
pick up what had fallen to the
grass. The owner went out and
said to her, pretending not to see
her well filled apron, "What are
you doing." Demurely the
answer came, "I am looking for a
ten cent piece that I lost this
morning." " How came you to
drop it here? What time was it?"
Answer: "I lost it here this morn-
ing about 6 o'clock, while I was
picking up some pears." And it is
so all over town. The police would
have to have a thousand eyes and
as many legs, in order to catch the
offenders. They are all over town.
Respect of property does not
seem to be one of the tenets of
creed or practice. They fear noth-
ing and they fear no one. The law
as voiced has no terrors. Perhaps
if it was put into effect and one or
two examples made, it might stop
these depredations. No one wish-
es to move over a few apples or
pears or grapes. But there is a
principle here, one which we fear
many of our foreign born citizens
do not realize. America knows no
community of goods. We don't
possess all things in common.
There is a law to protect the indi-
vidual in his property rights. It
should be enforced before these
children become too much of a
nuisance.

A few early starters are about to
begin in the Barrington Commu-
nity School’s schedule of fall
courses.

“French I Review” is for those
with some background in French,
who have had little occasion to
use it and want to renew their
acquaintance with the French lan-
guage.

Emphasis will be on everyday
use and conversation. Instructor
Sabina Gellrich holds a bachelor
of arts in French and German lan-
guage and literature and a master
of international management
degree.

Tuition is $80 for BCS members
and $85 for non-members.

Also starting on Sept. 18 is a
course focusing on the life and
works of American dramatist Ten-
nessee Williams, with particular
focus on “A Streetcar Named

Desire.” This was his second suc-
cess and is a study of sexual frus-
tration, violence and aberration,
set in New Orleans. In it, Blanche
Dubois’ fantasies of grandeur and
refinement are destroyed by her
brother-in-law, Stanley Kowalski.

Like his characters, Williams
was troubled and self-destructive,
an abuser of alcohol and drugs,
and despite critical acclaim for his
works, he was also derided by crit-
ics and blacklisted by Cardinal
Spellman, who condemned one of
his scripts as “revolting, deplor-
able, morally repellent, offensive
to Christian standards of decen-
cy.”

One of the greatest playwrights
in American history, he described
his childhood in Mississippi as
happy and carefree. This sense of
belonging was lost when his fami-
ly moved to St. Louis, where he

began to look inward, and to write
“because I found life unsatisfacto-
ry.”

The four-week course from 10
a.m. to noon Wednesdays, Sept. 18
and 25 and Oct. 9, will address
why “Streetcar” is an American
classic, and how Williams could
accomplish such great works, and
yet maintain a destructive life-
style.

The discussion will be led by
Richard Tyre, Ph.D. In addition to
reading the play, the class will
attend a matinee performance at
Yale Repertory Theatre in New
Haven on Oct. 2. Tuition of $130
for members and $140 for non-
members includes course tuition,
text and field trip with theater
ticket, lunch, BCS escort, motor-
coach transportation and driver
tip. Those wishing to take just the

course can register for $40; the trip
may be taken with no classes for
$110 for BCS members and $120
for non-members.

TENNIS:
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Ferry companies cite
interest, yet none have

filed for certificate

Unless another ferry service
steps in, Prudence Island Ferry
Inc., will remain the sole public
transportation from Prudence
Island to the Bristoi dock, now and
in the future. 

Following Prudence Island Fer-
ry Inc.'s owner Bruce Medley's
announcement that he would
cease operations by Dec. 1, the
Town of Portsmouth solicited a
request for information, asking if
other ferry businesses would be
willing to operate that service for
the 350 or so residents, and the
swells of summer tourists.

To date, Town Planner Gary
Crosby said he has received notice
from four companies: A&R
Marine, The Bridgeport and Port
Jefferson Steamboat Company,
HMS Global Maritime Inc. as
HMS Ferries, and Interstate Navi-
gation, which runs the ferry to
Block Island. 

However, no company has
begun the filing process for an
application with the Rhode Island
Division of Public Utilities and
Carriers for a certificate of public
convenience and necessity
(CPCN), said Terry Mercer, an

associate administrator at the
division.

"No one has, and I'm not sure
anyone will," Mr. Mercer said.
"I've heard suggestions either
way."

In order for another ferry to pro-
vide service along the same Bris-
tol-Prudence Island route, it
would have to apply for a CPCN.
That ferry would have to prove
that it was fit, willing and able to
provide that service, as well as
demonstrate a public need for
that service, said Mr. Mercer. If
there is currently a ferry service in
operation, the new application
would have to prove that the cur-
rent service is inadequate, or
would be inadequate in the future. 

"While Mr. Medley does hold a
certificate to operate a ferry ser-
vice to Prudence Island from Bris-
tol, there is no prohibition if
another ferry wanted to apply for
a certificate (for the same route),"
Mr. Mercer said. "There is a mech-
anism in place that would allow
for the application."

The application would go
before a hearing board, which
would either approve or deny the
request. As the current provider,
Mr. Medley would be able to inter-
vene. 

"An argument could be made
that by allowing two carriers, nei-
ther would survive," Mr. Mercer
said. "And there goes the lifeline."

Prudence Island Ferry Inc., has

been designated as a lifeline carri-
er, meaning under no circum-
stances would the company be
able to cease operations. It is the
only way for residents and visitors
to the island to get to the main-
land.

"We are continuing service until
whenever," Mr. Medley said. "We
have no intention of stopping,
unless the legislation passes."

Mr. Medley explained his rea-
soning for his cease-operations
announcement was due to legisla-
tion proposed by State Rep. Ray
Gallison this past spring, which
would have created a Prudence
Island Ferry Authority. The
Authority would have exclusive
rights to operate a ferry service to
and from the island, with Bristol

as the mainland dock. It would be
comprised of three Portsmouth
residents, and two Bristol resi-
dents, all elected by their respec-
tive town councils. The Authority
would be given power to set ferry
rates, as well as solicit bids for fer-
ry services.

That process would give local
power over ferry services, and
remove oversight by the Division
of Public Utilities and Carriers.

However, Rep. Gallison rescind-
ed the bill, he had stated, to focus
on the Sakonnet River Bridge toll
issue. At that time, Mr. Medley
rescinded his statement, claiming
he would continue providing ser-
vice to the island. 

"I'm hopeful we can get an
Authority established next year,"

said Mr. Medley.
In the meantime, the Town of

Portsmouth is not resting on its
laurels. With Mr. Medley's yo-yo
decision to operate, Mr. Crosby is
moving forward with a plan that
would ensure service to the
island would not stop. 

"We want to make sure we have
options," he said. "It's difficult for
us to understand what (Mr. Med-
ley's) intentions are, so we're
doing what we can to keep our
options open."

Aside from soliciting interest in
ferry services, Mr. Crosby has
been meeting with the town's on-
call engineer to survey town-
owned property that is adjacent
to Mr. Medley's ferry dock on
Prudence Island. The proposal
would be to build a town-owned
ferry terminal. 

"It's a very preliminary discus-
sion," Mr. Crosby said. "The con-
cern of the Town of Portsmouth is
that we establish a reliable, long-
term solution to the problem."

Mr. Medley is currently fighting
a legal battle at the Supreme
Court against the Division of
Public Utilities and Carriers. He's
arguing that as a long-standing
ferry service provider, he should
not have to renew his CPCN - a
$100 fee that is required yearly.
He was fined $1,500 in May for
failure to file for his renewal in
2012 in a timely manner, Mr.
Mercer said.

It's Prudence Island Ferry Inc., for now

The razor-sharp wit and easy
camaraderie of the ‘The Portuguese

Kids’ are pulling in audiences 
from Virginia to Vancouver.

Elsa Maxwell, a mid-20th century gossip
columnist and “professional hostess” once
opined, “Laugh at yourself first, before anyone
else can.” The Portuguese Kids, a Fall-River
based improv group that’s rapidly seen its
reach stretch to the West Coast and throughout
Canada, has turned laughing at themselves
into an art form.

With skits and spoof songs (“Portuguese and
I know it,” “Luso Style” ) sketch comedy pieces
about Portuguese 911 calls and voicemails,
and their own take on cultural touchstones like
the housewives franchise (“Real Housewives of
Ponta Delgado”), the Kids have audiences
across North America, Portuguese or not, in
stitches.

Recently returned from a tour of four Cali-
fornia venues in four days, the “Kids” were
regrouping in their office, a large loft space in
one of Fall River’s ubiquitous mill buildings,
when East Bay Life caught up with them.

Kids they are not, technically.  Though all in
their thirties, Derrick DeMelo, Brian Martins,
Al Sardinha, and Jason Casimiro have known
each other all their lives, or nearly so. Their
parents all emigrated to Fall River from the
Azores, and they grew up together. So,
although their group has been performing in
earnest since 2004, the seeds of their ever-
expanding act were planted more than two
decades ago.

They attended different high schools, took
some college classes, and took on various odd
jobs and fledgling careers, but they continued
performing at local events and on public access
television, until a few years ago when they
approached Improv Asylum in Boston for a
series of training sessions. 

They also brought a business plan to the
improv incubator. “They saw that we wanted to
know how to run a business, that we respected
what they did,” said DeMelo. “What we were
were doing,” added Sardinha, “was showing
them we were serious about performing for a

living.” That approach worked, and Improv Asy-
lum loaned them enough seed money to get the
Portuguese Kids off the ground as a legitimate
business. “We had other jobs,” said DeMelo.
“But we never really had a ‘plan B’.”

Despite the Portuguese inside jokes, accents,
and (depending on their audience) off-color
language, their comedy is universal. Their tar-
get demographic is the children of immigrants,
and they have found there is carryover
whether they are Portuguese, Spanish, Italian,
Greek, Jewish, or Korean. “Our comedy speaks
to the cultural story of the immigrant trying to
assimilate,” said Sardinha. 

“We appreciate the sacrifices that our par-
ents made, bringing us here, and all they did.
But there is something awkward about being
the first generation in a new country,” De Melo
says. “Not like the Italians and Irish who have
been here for a while, and assimilated. “Grow-
ing up a first generation Portuguese kid, we
never thought our culture was hip.”

Using humor, and having fun doing it, the
Portuguese Kids are changing perceptions—but
don’t interpret that to mean that any of them
would want to see their culture so assimilated
that they lose their sense of self (not to mention
their gold mine of comedic material.) 

DeMelo, who recently appeared on an

episode of Andrew Zimmern’s “Bizarre Foods,”
shopping with Zimmern before taking him
home to meet (and be fed by) his mother, is
clear that he does not want to see a franchise do
for Portuguese food what another well-known
franchise has done for Italian food. “If our gen-
eration, and our kids, think it’s cool to be Por-
tuguese, and they want to speak the language,
we’ll hold on to our traditions and cultures.”

On stage, every show is different, and the
group takes care to manage their lineup and
keep it fresh, and generate new material. As
much time as they spend touring, they estimate
seventy percent of their man hours are behind
the scenes, booking and merchandising, man-
aging social media and building their brand. It’s
a hectic schedule, “and we put in a lot of hard
work, long hours,” Martins pointed out. But, as
of this spring, the hard work has mostly paid off,
in that all four have left their day jobs to focus on
their comedy full time. “It was a very scary leap,”
Martin admits. “With a pay cut,” Casimiro adds.

It’s a delicate balancing act, given that all but
Sardinha are in committed relationships
and/or fathers of young children. “Al’s the only
one living the rock star lifestyle,” DeMelo says.
“We don’t have a lot of groupies—though Brian

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in the first place and there was
no path to victory in 2014. While
he blamed Rhode Islanders’ “irra-
tional negativity,” for his poor
standing, I can’t be the only one
who thinks that his “I’m right and
the rest of you are wrong” atti-
tude contributed to voters’ scorn.
He calls it “principled leader-
ship,” but some of us hear “if you
don’t agree with me, you are stu-
pid.”

Aside from polls, Governor
Chafee does not have to hear
what Rhode Islanders are think-
ing, but he has heard from their
representatives in the General
Assembly. Rhode Island’s consti-
tution has made the governor’s
office a weak one and governors
during the past twenty years
have all realized at one point or
another that they will get noth-
ing done unless they work
closely with the General Assem-
bly and respect their place in
the legislative process. Governor
Chafee has ignored the General
Assembly’s role repeatedly by
issuing executive orders on hot
button issues ranging from E-
Verify to health insurance. Worst
of all, after an emotional 2011
special session on pension
reform where legislators took a
really tough vote, Chafee is
doing his best to undermine
and unravel the very pension
reform law which he has herald-
ed as an accomplishment of his
administration. 

I was recently asked who ben-
efits most from Chafee’s depar-
ture from the 2014 governor’s
race and I said “the Rhode
Island voter.” This is not a slam
against Chafee. The simple truth
is that the tone of the race will
be much different. Rather than
re-living the gaffes of this
administration, all the candi-
dates will have the opportunity
to lay out their competing
visions for Rhode Island. If one
the expected candidates (Block,
Fung, Raimondo and Taveras)
win, we are going to have a gov-
ernor under the age of 50 for the
first time since John Chafee won
in 1963 and are likely to have a
“first” with an Asian, woman or
Latino winner. 

As someone who falls in the
middle of the political spectrum, I
always described myself as a
“John Chafee Democrat” and I am
grateful to the Chafee family for
their service to our state. However,
I will not be sad to see the Chafee
administration end any more
than I’ll miss hearing “Enter Sand-
man” and watching Mariano
Rivera mow down Red Sox hitters
with his cutter. They do have one
thing in common—they knew
when it was time to go.

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Anumber of readers have
asked about small
unusual fish they are

catching in saltwater close to
shore. They have been identified
as Northern Kingfish and tomcod

(or tommy
cod)—two dif-
ferent species.

Northern King-
fish have a pro-
nounced bar or
strip marking.
They are bottom
feeders. Best
bait is worms,
small pieces of
squid or clams.

Their small mouth dictates the
use of small hooks, the type you

used for scup fishing (that is likely
why anglers are catching them
when fishing for scup). They

range in size from 10 to 15 inches.  
Microgadus tomcod, common-

ly called tomcod or tommy cod, resemble a small cod but they are
different. They usually range in
size from 9 to 15 inches. They are
also bottom feeders and bite any
bait greedily… clams, shrimp,
worms or cut fish and squid. They
are often found in harbors, at the
mouth of streams and off docks.
Both tomcod and Northern King-
fish are good to eat. 

Where’s the bite
Off-shore fishing has been heat-

ing up. According to Elisa Martin
of Snug Harbor Marina, the char-
ter vessel ‘Big Game’ with Captains
Shamus Mara and Brian Bacon
landed four yellowfin tuna Satur-
day and Dr. Rick Turner caught a

bluefin and yellowfin tuna at Tuna
Ridge (at the 30 fathom mark
about out 35 to 40 miles off Block
Island). And this week, the ‘Thirty-
Three II’, a 19-foot vessel, landed a
215 pound Mako shark.” 

Roger Simpson of the Frances
Fleet party boats said, “First tuna
trip of the season was quite suc-
cessful this past week with the
emphasis on quality as they
boated several big eye tuna all in
the 160 to 200-pound range along
with yellowfin and a nice bunch
of albacore to 60 pounds, a hand-
ful of Mahi, two swords (one 150
pounds!), and last but certainly

“Over the past 2.5 hours Scout
has steadily motored eastward
and made a little over 4 miles of
progress. While it may not sound
like much, this is a large mile-
stone for Scout as it has officially
left the continental shelf. We’ve
gone from water depths of 300-
400 feet, to over 3,000 feet, and
we’re on our way over a canyon
that will be 7000+ feet deep.”

species and are being caught in Narragansett Bay. A hundred years ago
thousands of pounds of tommy cod were commercially harvested in and
around Boston Harbor.
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Q. I have an old wood fishing
tackle box which still has its origi-
nal decal (“PONDBROOK, PROVI-

DENCE, R.I.”)
on the inside.
Can you tell me
anything about
this and if it is
worth anything?

A. Your wood
laminated tack-
le box was
made by John
W. Gilson in

Stuart, Florida. He was an avid
fisherman and started making the
boxes in the 1940’s. He opened
his own tackle shop and met
George Briggs, who was visiting
Florida on vacation. Briggs owned
a store and supply company

called Pondbrook Co., Fishing
and Sportsman’s Specialties in
Providence. Briggs and Gilson
developed a business relationship
which resulted in Briggs becom-
ing the national distributor of
Gilson’s tackle boxes.  The tackle
boxes came in two models: “The

Sportsman” (which I believe is
what you have) was used for fresh
and saltwater fishing. “The Sea-
master” was designed for saltwa-
ter use. It was slighter bigger and
had fewer compartments, so the
larger saltwater lures and reels
would fit properly. These are hard
to come by and are prized by col-
lectors. Some have sold for $250
at auction. 

Q. I have this old game board
and do not know if it is worth

anything, or what to do with it
now that the playing pieces are
long gone. Anything you can tell
me will be helpful.

A. This wooden game board was
made by the Carrom Co. from
Ludington, Michigan. Yours is the
“Q” Style Board which is 28 inches
square. This game board is from
the late 1930’s-early 1940’s. It has
chess or checkers on one side and
Carrom or “Karrom” on the other.
The corner pockets were used in

Karrom much like you would play
billiards. Yours is in good condi-
tion and with the vibrant colors
would be most desirable for a wall
decoration. Prices vary but those
in good condition currently sell in
the $75-$150 range.

good with a lot of short fish
mixed in.  Angler fishing for fluke
on the Frances Fleet caught fewer
black sea bass this week.  Roger
Simpson of the Frances Fleet
said, “… not as many sea bass as
we had been seeing but still some
hefty ones from time to time with
the best for the week just over the
4-pound mark.”

Summer flounder (fluke) fish-
ing continues to be good for this
time of year. Craig Castro of
Erickson’s Bait & Tackle, Warwick,
said, “Two customers caught
keeper fluke Friday off Warwick
Light.”  Mixed reports coming in
about fishing for fluke around the
bridges and Elisa Martin of Snug
Harbor said, “Fluke fishing off
southern coastal shores has

slowed but it is till good at Block
Island in 70 to 80 feet of water.”
Roger Simpson of the Frances
Fleet said, “Tuesday and Wednes-
day were the best outings of the
week. On Tuesday about half the
boat was limited out on fluke…
and the big fish… a fine slab of
just under 8 lbs that fell victim to
a whole squid.”  

Tautog fishing continues to be
slow, however, increasing num-
bers of smaller fish are being
caught with some keepers being
caught too.  Ken Landry of Ray’s
Bait & Tackle, Warwick said, “Cus-
tomers are starting to catch keep-
er tautog in the Bay which is a
good sign. With cooler weather
coming things are only going to
get better.”

Striped bass fishing has slowed
on Block Island with bluefish
extremely thick at the north rip
and southwest sides.  Fishing in
the lower part of the Narragansett

Bay is improving. Manny Sousa of
Lucky Bait & Tackle, Warren said,
“Some customers have caught
keepers off Bullocks Point but
there seems to be more action
south of the bridges. We are hop-
ing thing open up as the water
cools and we have bass thought-
out the Bay like we did this
spring.”

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Political pundits are all
parsing the reasons why
Governor Lincoln Chafee

has declined a reelection run.
Most attribute his declination to
the fact that he has less than a
26% approval rating. While that
poll number is relevant it is
symptomatic of the real reason
why he won’t be a candidate,
namely, he feels unappreciated.

Before you conclude that this is
“over-psychologizing,” look at the

two rather
unusual state-
ments he made
when he
announced he
would not seek a
second term. He
bemoaned the
fact that there
was an “irra-
tional negativi-

ty” around his positions on such
issues as driver’s licenses for
undocumented residents, and his
refusal to call the State House
holiday tree a Christmas tree. He
added that if one were  to look up
the definition of “principled
leader” in the dictionary, you’d
see a picture of Linc
Chafee…That (will) never
change.” He  also predicted that
in time, his positions would be
vindicated. 

Certainly, there’s a fair amount
of hubris when politicians pontif-
icate that they are “principled,” a
leader, and correct on the issues.
Then again, faint egos don’t pop-
ulate the political ranks. Folks can
admire a straightforward recita-
tion of a position but that doesn’t
equate with the fact that the
office-holder can’t be wrong.
Even if there is some merit to a
stance which a voter likes, the
whole kit and caboodle can sink a
politician. Perhaps neither posi-
tion above was fatal to Mr.

Chafee—just his lack of creative
solutions. The Christmas tree
fiasco could have been settled
like the Menorah, with the place-
ment of the Christmas tree by a
private party like the Knights of
Columbus who could call it what
it wanted. This was the distinc-
tion made for the correct appella-
tion of the Jewish symbol. The
argument about “regulating” dri-
vers ignored real issues as to how
drivers’ licenses are a de facto
identification for many programs
which ostensibly are for citizens
only. The lack of solutions can be
overlooked on one or two matters
but they all add up if there is a
confluence of unsolved issues
like unemployment and stagnant
economic growth that cloud an
administration.

Mr. Chafee’s vacillation on
some issues didn’t help his cause
either, and contributed to the less
than “principled” stance he
embraces. His vacillation over the
pension reform undertaken at
the expense of  great political
capital of many leaders, of allow-
ing the unionization of day care
providers, and the grand daddy of
them all, a massive hike in overall
sales taxes, all contributed to the
lack of “appreciation” for his lead-
ership.

Sometimes there are multiple
solutions to problems and, yes,
one idea can be as good as the
next without a concomitant fall-
out. Assuming that one’s analysis
is always “spot-on” is a blind
spot. 

The Governor has some 16
months left in his term. Hopeful-
ly, he will do great things that will
make the state a better place than
he found. I hope that he does so
well that in the future, voters will
wax poetically about his accom-
plishments and the “good ol’
days” of the Chafee administra-
tion.

ed with Natalie and his quest to
find her. These events all lead Jake
on a dangerous and puzzling jour-
ney where he is assaulted and kid-
napped, repeatedly threatened
and thwarted each time he seems
to be getting closer to unraveling
the mystery. Betrayal by his best
friend, the only man he seems able
to trust; violent assaults by
unknown pursuers….Why are they
stalking Jake?

'The Story Teller'

mother. Sage is reclusive, with-
drawn and very self-conscious of
a facial scar received in the same
accident which killed her mother,
and in which Sage was driving. In
order to avoid social contact, she
has chosen to work nights alone in
a bakery  where she makes the
most wonderful ethnic breads.
These appear to be the attraction
for the German, Josef Weber, who
begins to visit the bakery regularly
just at closing when Sage begins
her evening shift. Over coffee and
conversation one night, he con-
fesses a secret he has kept hidden
for 70 years: he was a Nazi officer
during WWII. Since Sage is of Jew-
ish origin, though not practicing,
this revelation causes her intense
conflict and forces her to confront
history and make some difficult
choices. The author very cleverly
weaves a story-within-a-story; a
kind of allegory about mythologi-
cal, blood-thirsty beasts with an
insatiable and uncontrollable
urge to prey upon their victims.
This is a plot involving moral
themes: personal choices, guilt,
punishment, atonement, justice,
and ultimately forgiveness.

After they cooled, they got very crispy. My husband and I used them as a
garnish on our salad and they were delicious.

Italian menu and the feel of a
real Italian trattoria — comfort-
able, but elegant. The restaurant
also has been voted Best Italian-
East Bay in Rhode Island
Monthly for a few years now.

The dining rooms have taupe
walls above black beadboard
wainscoting, hardwood floors,
fresh flowers on the tables,
snowy white linens and a big
mural of the Tuscan countryside
and a field of poppies in the
main dining room.

The bar area just glows with
the mahogany bar and massive
wine racks. Bell-shaped hanging
glass lamps across the front win-
dows create a welcoming glow
from inside and out. The bar is
divided from the main dining
room with a mosaic wall of the
wooden sides from cases of
imported wines.

And, for those who enjoy din-
ing at Roberto’s for graduations,
rehearsal dinners, showers and
other special events, a private
room next door, decorated in
the same style as the dining
room, seats up to 45.

We settled at the bar on a
recent, cool evening and Neeley
set us up with wine from the
extensive, expertly stocked wine
list. Owner Bob Vanderhoof is a
wine aficionado (Roberto’s hosts
occasional wine dinners, too)
and can help with a recommen-
dation if you need one.

There are wines from around
the world and in all price ranges,
with a heavy emphasis on Italy,
of course. And there’s a good
selection by the glass, with some
by the half-bottle, much appre-
ciated by those of us who are
both white and red lovers.

Chef Chris Ferreira will soon
be tweaking the menu for fall,
but all the favorites never
change. To begin, there are
house, Caesar, Caprese and
bread salads, antipasto, pasta e
fagioli soup, shrimp cocktail,
grilled shrimp or scallops, grilled

Portabello mushrooms, crab-
cakes, calamari, and a soup and
pizza of the day. (The soup was
a tomato basil bisque; the pizza
a white version with mozzarella,
fontina, chicken, sun-dried
tomatoes and spinach).

Entrees run the gamut from
the classic shrimp, veal and
chicken piccata, lasagna, aglio e
olio, risotto, shrimp scampi, bra-
ciole, and carbonara, Bolognese,
saltimbocca and marsala dishes
to unique offerings, such as the
Shrimp Pepe Nero (roasted gar-
lic, mushrooms, plum tomatoes
in a black pepper cream sauce),
cod Scarpriello (capers, olives,
roasted peppers and hot pep-
pers in a light vinegar sauce)
and pork Albicocca (a 10-ounce
bone-in chop in an apricot
demi-glace).

A page of pasta dishes is a
favorite, because you can
choose from 10 dishes and order
each with chicken or veal.

With our wine, we enjoyed a
basket of Tuscan bread and a
dish of olive oil full of creamy,
soft, roasted garlic cloves.

Then, we started with the
manzo croccante, which is so
popular because it creates a stir
in the room every time we order
it. A huge, flat, white, wide-
rimmed bowl holds a mound of
tender, seared beef in a savory
red wine demi-glace with
caramelized onions, topped
with julienned and fried scallion

greens and decorated with friz-
zled leeks. Then, three 9-inch
triangles of fried pasta crisps are
tucked into the edges. It’s a
unique dish and beautifully exe-
cuted for a contrast in textures
and flavors.

The braciole, the chef’s spe-
cial, is a generous meal — two,
fat rolls of tender veal medal-
lions stuffed with a filling of
cheese, pine nuts, spinach and
wild mushrooms, surrounded by
a rich, lingonberry demi-glace
swimming with roasted garlic
cloves. Accompanying it were a
massive cloud of creamy
mashed potatoes and spears of
fresh, grilled asparagus drizzled
with a balsamic glaze.

Neeley raved about the lobster
a la Dina and it met all expecta-
tions. A real taste of summer, the
dish features penne, big pieces
of sweet, perfectly cooked lob-
ster, chopped plum tomatoes,
spinach, pine nuts and shallots
all tossed in a light sherry cream
sauce that doesn’t overwhelm all
the fresh, delicate flavors.

At Roberto’s, you want to save
space for dessert. There’s
caramel flan, tiramisu, Italian
lemon layer cake, New York-style
cheesecake, two gelatos (salted
caramel and chocolate chunk
and peanut butter/brownie on
our visit) and raspberry and
lemon sorbet.

The Italian lemon layer cake is
our favorite — a moist cake with
a large crumb is split and filled
with a lemony, mascarpone fill-
ing and dusted with confection-
ers’ sugar.

But, everyone recommended
the salted caramel and choco-
late chunk gelato, so we had to
try that. The salty/sweet gelato
was perfect to split after our big
meal and went well with coffee.

Or, add an espresso, cappucci-
no, dessert wine or port to cap
off the evening.
