District prepares for start of new full-day kindergarten program

In just a few short days, sum-
mer vacation will come to end for
Barrington public school stu-
dents.

The first day of school is Mon-
day, Aug. 25 and as families pre-
pare for the big day, there are a
few changes school administra-
tors feel they should know in
order to make a smooth transi-
tion into the school year.

The most dramatic change is
the addition of full-day kinder-
garten. Barrington Superinten-
dent of Schools Michael Messore
said there will be a bit of a transi-
tional period for the elementary
schools with the start of full-day
kindergarten.

“We expect the biggest adjust-
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ments with full-day kindergarten
to be the bus pick-ups and drop-
offs. As always, the first week of

He said that no kindergartner
will be left at a bus stop before or
after school without a parent or
guardian present.

“The bus drivers will not allow
a child off the bus unless there is

At least 16 political signs stolen
from across Warren turned up in
Barrington Monday morning.

Barrington resident Matt Ama-
ral woke up to find the signs
planted carefully on his front
lawn. They advertise the candi-
dacies of Brandt Heckert and
Steve Thompson, Democrats
who are running for Warren
Town Council and will face a pri-
mary election early next month.
Also stolen were more than a
dozen other signs for Rhode

Island gubernatorial candidates
Clay Pell and Gina Raimondo, as
well as two non-political signs
advertising a fund-raiser at Burrs
Hill Park this past weekend.

Mr. Heckert, who filed a police
report Monday after noticing the
signs missing, said around 1:30
p-m. that he planned to go to
Barrington that afternoon to
retrieve them. He and Mr.
Thompson noticed them miss-
ing Monday morning from pri-
vate properties on Wheaton,
Water and State streets. Others
planted over the weekend at the
corner of Metacom and Franklin
Street were reportedly run over,
Mr. Thompson said.

“We had volunteers helping, so
it’s really frustrating,” he said.

Mr. Amaral said that initially
he thought “bored” friends of his
son were responsible. But he
spoke to his son and his friends,
and is satisfied that they proba-
bly weren't involved.

“And I don't like
the thought of people on our
property when we're asleep.”

Vandals’ acts silence
Booster Board

or decades the Barrington Booster Board has

welcomed people into town as they travel south

on Route 114 or west over the White Church

Bridge. It has posted reminders about upcoming

school events and cheered on local sports teams
as they prepare for the big game and shared condolences
for those stricken by unfortunate events.

But now it is blank ... and all because of a few bother-
some vandals.

For some unknown reason, this group of delinquents —
we picture multiple individuals laughing and snickering as
they dismantle and then rearrange letters and spell out
dirty words — has drawn some amount of pleasure in
spoiling simple reminders for concerts at the beach and
“welcome homes” for local soldiers returning from com-
bat.

The folks who manage the board have been patient.
When the vandals first struck, the Booster Club members
ignored the acts and kept on creating new messages. Then
the vandals struck again and stole some of the letters. Even
the threat of increased surveillance and police action has
done little to thwart the miscreants.

Finally, the board was left blank.

Booster Club members are now contemplating different
ways to repair the situation. There has been some discus-
sion about a locking door that would swing shut over the
messages and secure them, and some Boosters would like
to see an electronic message board installed. However,
both remedies would require money ... money that would
otherwise be spent supporting Barrington public school
students.

We can understand how some may feel a small measure
of excitement while jumbling plastic letters to reveal state-
ments of silliness. But enough is enough.

Outdoor fire ordinance needs amending

To the editor:

Re: “Barrington police, fire
respond to backyard burn” (police
& fire, July 30):

This article, detailing how Bar-
rington police and fire officials
were dispatched to a Nayatt Road
residence to investigate an “open
burning in a backyard fire pit”
complaint, only to discover that
the resident was innocently cook-
ing a hot dog for her daughter, was
amusing until I came to the last
line: “It was not the first time a
neighbor had called to complain
about the backyard fires.”

It seems to me that the valuable
and finite time and resources of
Barrington’s police and fire
departments are being unneces-
sarily diverted from more impor-
tant matters.

On the one hand, the neighbor
is just (conscientiously and
repeatedly) working to enforce
Barrington’s Town Code of Ordi-
nances § 71-8, which prohibits
most outdoor burning without a
permit, and no doubt also making
good on their childhood pledge to
a certain anthropomorphic bear
famous for saying, “Only YOU can
prevent forest fires.” And who can
fault them for being a good citi-
zen?

On the other hand, the innocent
resident was just cooking her
daughter a hot dog. And what kid
doesn’t love hot dogs?

What can possibly be done to
break such an impasse pitting the
American values of good citizen-
ship against good parenting and
love of grilled processed meats?

It seems to me that the only rea-
sonable win-win solution is for
Barrington to simply amend § 71-
8 to allow consenting adults to
operate outdoor fire pits (with rea-
sonable precautions taken). That
way, the conscientious neighbor
can continue to help enforce our
laws (and stay true to Smokey
Bear) without feeling compelled
to repeatedly call upon our police
and fire departments over some-
one else’s dinner, parents can feel
free to cook hot dogs for their kids
without fear of intrusion by emer-
gency response teams, and the
Barrington police and fire depart-
ments can be free to focus their
time and attention on keeping our
community safe and secure.

We believe the group we
are speaking with will provide a
wide array of services and patient
support to include a female prac-
titioner, something Dr. Johnson
believed was essential for a com-
prehensive well rounded practice.

Dr. Johnson was touched and
continuously strengthened
throughout this difficult battle by
letters and cards that poured in
from his patients. The number of

patients who attended his wake
and funeral would have equally
moved him. Our family listened
intently to the many stories of how
Dr. J helped so many people. His
legacy lives on through, not only
his children, but also through all of
those he cared for in his 30 years of
primary care practice. We deeply
thank you for those “stories.”

The gun that never goes off

nton Chekhov (1860-

1904), the great Russian

writer of short stories and
plays, comments in his 1889 letter
to A. S. Gruzinsky, “One must nev-
er place a loaded rifle on the stage
if it isn't going to go off. It's wrong
to make promis-
es you don't
mean to keep.”
This statement,
along with simi-
lar ones made by
the Russian
author, has been

generalized into a

ROSENBERG principle of drama
known as

“Chekhov’s gun:” there should be
no unnecessary elements in a nar-
rative; any object, any description,
any character, any dialogue that
does not in some way move the
story along should be eliminated.

Although Herman Melville's
Moby Dick (1851) is arguably
America’s greatest work of fiction,
the book clearly and repeatedly
violates Chekhov’s prescription for
good story-telling. Melville (1819-
1891) has a radically different
notion of what makes a com-
pelling narrative.

Melville’s Bulkington is a loaded
gun that never goes off; the tall,
muscular, and taciturn Virginian
appears twice in the early chapters
of Moby Dick and never appears
again. We meet him for the first
time on a stormy December night
at the Spouter Inn in New Bed-
ford. The narrator Melville/Ish-
mael writes: “He stood full six feet
in height, with noble shoulders,
and a chest like a coffer dam. I
have seldom seen such brawn in a
man...His voice announced at
once that he was a Southerner,
and from his fine stature, I

thought he must be one of those
tall mountaineers from the
Allegheny Ridge in Virginia.”

A moment later, “this man
slipped away, and I saw no more
of him until he became my com-
rade on the sea.”

In a brief chapter called “The
Lee Shore,” we find Bulkington at
the helm of the whaler Pequod.
Melville/Ishmael asks: “Know ye,
now, Bulkington? Glimpses do you
seem to see of that mortally intol-
erable truth; that all deep earnest
thinking is but the intrepid effort
of the soul to keep the open inde-
pendence of the sea; while the
wildest winds of heaven and earth
conspire to cast him on the threat-
ening slavish shore?”

A final paragraph ending with
the prophetic and enigmatic sen-
tence: “Up from the spray of thy
ocean-perishing — straight up,
leaps thy apotheosis.” By choosing
the word “apotheosis” Melville
suggests that Bulkington is more a
god than a man and that as a god
he will survive — along with the
mortal Ishmael - the destruction
of the Pequod.

In an audacious move, Melville
removes the veil between himself
and his fiction and tells the reader
exactly what he is doing in “The
Lee Shore:” “This six-inch (on the
page) chapter is the stoneless
grave of Bulkington.” That is to
say, Melville steps out of the story
to declare that here and now he is
burying Bulkington; the brawny
Virginian never makes another
appearance in the ensuing 113
chapters! Chekhov’s loaded gun is
never fired.

Many careful readers of Moby
Dick have wondered why Bulking-
ton has remained what
Melville/Ishmael calls “my ship-
mate, (though but a sleeping-part-

ner one)” throughout the majority
of the epic journey across the
world’s oceans. Why the palpable
absence? Why does the man who
is described as more than a man —
a semi-divine Hercules who is
destined to rise godlike to heaven
- disappear from the text?

Some would argue that, for all
its greatness, Moby Dick isa
messy, shapeless, unruly work —a
novel that is not really a novel, a
piece of writing that is sui generis,
one of a kind. According to this
line of thinking, Melville simply
lost his bearings in the chaotic sea
of his own words and “forgot”
about Bulkington.

By way of contrast, [ would
argue that it is not an accident, it
is not Melville’s sloppiness that
leaves Bulkington a silent partner
of the Pequod’s crew, who are
bound for destruction because of
crazy captain Ahab’s unquench-
able feud with Moby Dick, the
white whale, the dumb brute who
bit off his leg.

Rather, as Melville writes when
he shows us Bulkington for the
last time, “in landlessness alone
resides the highest truth, shore-
less, indefinite as God.” Bulking-
ton, who after four years at sea,
spends only a day or two on dry
land and then sets sail on the
Pequod, represents that “highest
truth, shoreless, indefinite as
God;” Bulkington is that landless
truth that breathes through the
open waters of Moby Dick. Bulk-
ington is always there, on the jour-
ney; though we do not see him,
we feel him, the loaded gun that
never goes off.

As Charles Olson puts it in his
prose poem, Call Me Ishmael,
“The rest of the Pequod’s voyage
Bulkington remains a ‘sleeping
partner’ to the action. He is the
secret member of the crew, below
deck always...He is the crew’s
heart, the sign of their paternity,
the human thing. And by that
thing alone can they reach their
apotheosis.”

One suspect reportedly
has license to sell and use
marijuana

Barrington police charged two
men — a 24 year-old Taunton,
Mass. resident and a 17 year-old
boy from Fall River, Mass. — with
a variety of drug offenses on Tues-
day, Aug. 12.

A Barrington police officer was
on speed enforcement detail on
Route 114 at about 4 p.m. when he
reportedly clocked a 2014 black
Volkswagen traveling 60 mph in
the 40 mph zone.

The officer began following the
car and eventually ordered it over
to the side of the road on Massas-
oit Avenue near the intersection
with King Phillip Avenue.

The officer questioned the dri-
ver, Ryan Scott Vliet, 24, of
Taunton, who reportedly gave a
false name. He then wrote a differ-
ent name while signing the speed-
ing ticket, said police. That led to
further questions; Mr. Vliet
allegedly admitted to giving a false
name.

The officer also noticed the
smell of burned marijuana com-
ing from the car. A subsequent
search of the vehicle revealed

marijuana and $34,000 in cash.

Mr. Vliet said he was a licensed
marijuana caregiver and user;
police said he was in possession of
an amount that exceeded the legal
limit, however.

The passenger, the 17 year-old
Fall River boy, was also found to
be in possession of marijuana and
allegedly told police he had been
selling drugs in Massachusetts.

The suspects told police they
were in town because they were
staying with a Barrington resident
that night.

As for the cash, police are still
investigating whether it was
obtained legally by the men.

Police charged Mr. Vliet with
obstructing an officer in execu-
tion of duty, driving in posses-
sion of a controlled substance,
controlled substance conspiracy,
and on a bench warrant issued
from Second Division District
Court. He was also issued a sum-
mons for possession of marijua-
na.

Police charged the teenager
with  manufacturing/posses-
sion/delivering controlled sub-
stances, controlled substance
conspiracy and was issued a
summons for possession of mar-
ijjuana.

In Aug. 2012, Chief LaCross
requested an investigation by
Rhode Island State Police into Mr.
Andreozzi after a domestic vio-
lence complaint was filed against
the police officer.

The state police later charged
Mr. Andreozzi with domestic dis-
orderly conduct and Chief
LaCross placed Mr. Andreozzi on
administrative leave.

In mid-November, the State
Police also charged Mr. Andreozzi
with obstruction of the judicial
system. Mr. Andreozzi reportedly
used a computer program to
remotely delete text messages
from his cellphone while the
phone was impounded in a state
police evidence box.

Mr. Andreozzi was found guilty
in July 2013 by a Providence
County Superior Court jury of
obstruction of justice and domes-
tic cyberstalking. The trial was

presided over by Superior Court
Justice Susan E. McGuirl.

Rhode Island Attorney General
Peter Kilmartin issued a state-
ment following the sentencing.

“After much consultation with
the Courts and the Barrington
Police Department, today’s plea
by Joseph Andreozzi effectively
resolves the criminal case and
removes any uncertainty with
respect to employment status as a
police officer. As a police officer,
sworn to uphold the law at all
times, the defendant had a
moral, ethical and legal obliga-
tion to conduct himself with the
highest standard of integrity,
which he failed to do,” said Attor-
ney General Kilmartin.

“I commend the efforts of the
Barrington Police Department,
who received the initial com-
plaint about one of their own, as
well as the Rhode Island State
Police, who conducted the inves-
tigation.”

Thank you for reading this newspaper, and thank you for pausing to read this letter. As General Manager of the
company that publishes this paper, I am proud of what we do. With a fairly small news team, we gather a lot of
news from your hometown.

In one month (July), this newspaper published 118 news articles, 13 letters from readers, 39 columns, 12 obit-
uary notices, and two pages of stories and photos submitted by school students.

We also published 21 pages of Things to Do; recognized thousands of honor roll students; told you about hun-
dreds of college graduates; celebrated births, weddings and engagements; and printed more community group
announcements than you can shake a stick at.

That’s one month. One newspaper.

Collectively, we publish seven newspapers, and we employ 12 full-time journalists with more than two cen-
turies of accumulated reporting experience. Besides reading this paper, you can see most of their work on our
website, eastbayri.com, where you essentially get seven newspapers for free.

In one month on the site, we posted 395 total pieces of “content,” 222 news stories, 67 reports on police or crim-
inal activity, 20 sports stories, and 46 obituary notices. In most cases, we posted the news immediately, as soon
as we had it, sometimes moments after it happened.

I'll tell you what this is all about.

Beginning next month, our website will be open to subscribers only. If you subscribe to one of the newspapers,
you can read the website for $1 more per month. If you don't subscribe to a paper, it will be $3 per month.

We will still allow a limited number of “free” articles per month — most likely 4. After that, we're going to ask
you to subscribe.

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Community school offering course on Longfellow, trip to visit his house

And a trip is next week to
see ‘Fiddler on the Roof’
at Goodspeed in Conn.

September will bring a host of
new courses and trips at Barring-
ton Community School, including
the early starter, “Henry
Wadsworth Longfellow.” This
giant of the 19th century was that
most unusual of artists, a poet
whose work made him both
wealthy and famous in his own
time.

Now a bit out of academic favor,
his poems viewed by some as
derivative and sentimental,
Longfellow always spoke
unabashedly to the common
reader of his own time, challeng-
ing and exhorting him to better
himself and his nation. Without
him, the image of the village
blacksmith may have faded into
nothing, along with the vivid, yet
mythic, ride of Paul Revere.

An intense student of lan-
guages, Longfellow produced the
first American translation of
Dante into English. A professor at
Harvard, his first passion was for
teaching through poetry, not for

teaching itself. A friend to such
famous abolitionists as William
Lloyd Garrison and Senator
Charles Sumner, Longfellow could
never bring himself to overtly
politicize his art, despite his devo-
tion to the Union cause.

The Longfellow class will be led
by Arnie McConnell at Temple
Habonim on New Meadow Road
from 10 a.m. to noon on Thursday
mornings, Sept. 4, 11 and 25 (the
third class will meet at the BCS
office).

Barrington thrower sets national record

Bobby Colantonio
impresses at Sons of Italy
Throwing
Championships

Barrington High School stu-
dent-athlete Bobby Colantonio
continued an impressive summer
season by setting a new national
record in the boys’ 16-pound
hammer throw while competing
at the Sons of Italy Throwing
Championships at Conley Stadi-
um in Providence on Sunday, Aug.
17.

Colantonio threw the 16-pound
hammer 192 feet, 9 inches, setting
a new national sophomore class
record and shattering the mark of
186 feet 3 inches set by Wes
Wright, of Villa Rica, Ga. in 2006.
In fact, Colantonio had four
throws that surpassed the prior

record.

In addition, Colantonio won the
12-pound hammer throw event at
the recent meet, reaching a mark
of 233 feet, 3 inches. His mark was
about 12 feet longer than second
place finisher and fellow Barring-
ton thrower Adam Kelly, who
tossed the 12-pound hammer 221
feet, 10 inches.

Kelly, however, was tops in the
5K hammer throw event and set a
new meet record with a throw of
227 feet, 4 inches. That throw
snapped former Barrington High
School standout Charlie Ionata’s
mark of 209 feet, 11 inches which
was set in 2012. (Ionata now
throws for Wake Forest Universi-
ty)

Ionata, meanwhile, captured
the top spot in the men’s college
16-pound hammer throw event
with a throw of 199 feet, 9 inches.

Adam Kelly’s younger sister,
Annika, competed in the develop-
ment 3K hammer throw event and
won with a toss of 124 feet, 8 inch-
es. The 13 year-old’s throw would
have placed her seventh in the
high school division of the same
hammer weight.

Also competing at the meet was
Barrington’s Jamie Heinl, who fin-
ished fourth in the 5K event with a
distance of 156 feet, 9 inches, and
10th in the 12-pound event. Bar-
rington’s Mike Alvernaz finished
fifth in the 12-pound event with a
throw of 178 feet, 7 inches, and
third in the 16-pound hammer
event with a throw of 151 feet, 10
inches.

Barrington native Robyn McFet-
ters brought home the top spot in
the women’s college 4K hammer
throw with a distance of 172 feet, 4
inches.

Local country legends to be inducted

Two South Coast residents will
be inducted into the Old Time
Country Music Hall of Fame next
week, in Le Mars, Iowa. While the
New Bedford area is not typically
thought of as a hotbed of country
music talent, the Old Time Coun-
try Music Hall of Fame recognizes
those who have made a name for
themselves creating and curating
traditional American music — of
all kinds. Previous inductees
include Patti Page, Joanne Cash,
Mickey Gilly, Marty Robbins and
Gene Autry.

The Old Time Country Music
Hall of Fame was established in
1976 by Iowan Bob Everhart, who
has devoted much of the last 40
years to preserving traditional
music that is no longer on the
popular music radar. He is pas-
sionate about the cause, and that
traditional, early rural music not
be confused with today's slick,
mass-media, overproduced
"country."

One of the honorees is Dr. Stu-
art M. Frank, Curator emeritus of
the New Bedford Whaling Muse-

um, who will be recognized for his
expertise in sea chanties.

Suddenly the New Bedford con-
nection makes perfect sense.

Jack Radcliffe, President of New
Bedford-based Wepecket Island
Records is being recognized for
his body of work recording tradi-
tional American music. Radcliffe
got his startin music in 1961 when
he made a "really bad garage
band" recording with a young
John Kerry. Radcliffe sold enough
copies in 2004 during Kerry's
presidential campaign to provide
the seed money to launch
Wepecket Island Records. To date
they have created 30 recordings
for traditional musicians. Rad-
cliffe will be traveling to Iowa with
Wepecket's Rolling Roots Revue,
performing en route, he says, "to
pay for gas."

The weeklong festival attracts
thousands of music aficionados
from around the world, and will
feature more than 600 perfor-
mances.

BACKTO SCHOOL

Back-to-school the sensory way

(Hint: There’s still time
for the beach!)

BY CAROLYN DALGLIESH

This month can be a tad overwhelming as
we get stuck between long beach days and
back-to-school pressures. For me, back-to-
school has a slightly different timeline. It's
not a full-court press for the month of
August, running from store to store and hav-
ing everything labeled, stocked and ready to
go. Why? Because that’s not how most sen-
sory kids (or overwhelmed adults) success-
fully manage a transition. We need to apply
the same strategies here as we do to other
supports for rigid, anxious, or distracted
behaviors: break it down, eliminate distrac-
tions, and create a visual guide or system.

From my experience of living with and
working with sensory kids, back-to-school
is more like a two-month, not a two-week,
process. Our sensory kids are often tangible,
concrete learners, so preparing ahead of
time for something that is not here yet often
feels too abstract for them and leaves them
feeling frustrated or overwhelmed. Do you
know any child that really wants to make a
homework station before school starts and
before they actually have homework? Part
of sensory organizing is understanding that
we sometimes have to see what's not work-
ing before we can set up the best system to
support it. So let's simplify this back-to-
school process for our sensory kids (and us).

In preparation, we will want to focus on
the immediate needs for the first week or
two of school. This comes down to getting
ready for new people and places, learning
new routines, and simplifying supplies.

Getting ready for new people
and new places

For younger kids, getting ready for a new
school or a new classroom with new peo-
ple can be pretty overwhelming. Planning
a few trips to the school and the school
playground before school starts can help.
Take some pictures and make a "new
school slideshow" to help your child reach
a good comfort level with the new space.
You could also get a class list and help your
child make connections with kids they
might know, or use as a tool to learn a few
names of kids in their class.

Learning new routines

There is a pretty easy way to support tran-
sitions, help build time management, plan-
ning, and executive function skills, and help
your kids prepare for new routines at home
and at school — a central message area. Pick
an area in your home (a wall or outside of a
door in your kitchen, mudroom, or family

room) to create a planning station. You
could include a monthly calendar for parent
planning, a weekly whiteboard calendar for
family/kid planning, and a magnetic or cork
board that holds weekly school schedules
and after-school activity schedules. Pick a
planning time over the weekend with your
kids to fill out the weekly whiteboard calen-
dar and plan the week ahead. Our kids will
have a much better understanding of how
to plan their weeks in high school when they
have participated in active weekly planning
sessions in their younger years.

Simplify supplies

For kids that have a hard time remember-
ing things, we can simplify supplies they
need for class and need to be bringing home
each night. When buying school supplies,
think about ways your child can combine 2-
3 subjects into one binder. This works best
with classes that are always grouped togeth-
er in the daily schedule. This simplifies the
moving from class-to-class during the day
and the packing up the backpack at the end
of the day. Another way to simplify supplies
is to try to keep an extra set of textbooks at
home, or see if there are online versions of
your child’s textbooks. By taking a few things
off of the remembering plate, we can help
them memorize what they need faster and
with a lot less frustration.

Once school has started and your child
has gotten into the routine, you can move
onto phase 2 of the back-to-school process
which includes a homework bin, homework
plans, and getting things home and back-
to-school again.

Homework bin
Once your child settles into school, the

This will give you a better
feel for evaluating risks and
potential abuses. Friend
your child or follow them
on Twitter.

B Check privacy settings
on social media, but
emphasize to your child
that there is no privacy
when it comes to sharing
information online. Stress
the importance of using
good judgment in sending
messages and pictures.

B Set rules for texting.
Only allow texting at spe-
cific times: setting rules for
no texting at school while
in class, no texting until
homework's done, or no
texting after a certain time
at night.

B Research tools that
your phone carrier offers
that could bar unwanted
calls or texts and keep
usage costs downs. For
example, AT&T has Smart

Limits that allows parents
to block unwanted calls
and texts from up to 30
numbers, set monthly lim-
its on texts and mobile
purchases, and restrict tex-
ting, data usage and out-
bound calling during spec-
ified times of the day.

B Set boundaries. Par-
ents can set clear bound-
aries on appropriate and
inappropriate uses of tech-
nology. Make sure these
rules and the conse-
quences of breaking them
are clear, and monitor use
to make sure rules are
being followed.

Technology can help
students learn and stay
connected with friends
and family, but it needs to
be used wisely. With these
simple tips, parents can
help support their chil-
dren’s use of technology
safely and responsibly.

homework will start coming home. Here’s
when you can start planning a homework
bin. Get a basket, a bin, or anything that is
contained but portable, and fill it with every-
thing your child might need for homework.
It is hard enough to get kids to sit down once
to start their homework — let alone 3 or 4
times after they've been up looking for sup-
plies. The homework bin eliminates those
added transitions. Since it’s portable, it
allows kids to move to difference spaces to
do work — either closer to adults when they
need support or to a more quiet space for
dedicated study time.

Homework plan

A planner and a homework plan are two
very different things. Being able to fill out a
planner does not necessarily mean your
child knows how to come up with a plan to
get their homework done. Work with your
child to create a simple external homework
plan or checklist that they can fill out at
home. They can put homework tasks in
numerical order and start to be aware of
what homework is hard for them, what
should be done first, and what work needs
support vs. no support. To eliminate extra
writing for your child, create a visual home-
work plan using magnets (labeled with sub-
jects) and a small whiteboard with "To Do"
and "Done" columns. Taking the extra step
with a visual homework plan helps easily
distracted kids stay on task, and easily over-
whelmed kids know what to expect.

Getting stuff home
and back-to-school again

It happens to many of us: we have a great,
organized mudroom space, but for some

kids, the mudroom system is too much and
stuff always ends up on the floor. This is one
of those areas where less structure can be
better. Get a medium-sized bin for your
child, label it, and put it in the mudroom.
This drop bin will become home to all of the
regular and random things that need to go
with them between home and school: coats,
library books, homework papers, etc. When
it's time to pack their backpack, they have
visual prompts (a checklist of sorts) in their
drop bin to help them remember what
needs to come to school with them.

Here’s to a little more summer and a slow
— but steady — approach to a successful
new school year. When we focus on imme-
diate needs, introduce a few things a week,
and involve our child in the process, back-
to-school becomes a gentle transition. No
matter what, the school year will be filled
with messy, unorganized, frustrating
moments. But with a more mindful
approach and some external supports, we'll
have time for more fun and more peace at
home.

When good people do bad things

ith such outrageous
events occurring
across the globe lately,

we are left pondering what it is
about human nature that could

John Leidecker

This top NEA (National Educa-
tion Association) union official
was cleared of a charge that he
stalked a former state lawmaker
over the internet during the 2012
elections, his defense based on his
First Amendment right to speak.
This assistant executive director of
this teacher’s union mimicked the
legislator by using an email simu-
lating the representative's name
with a mere change of a vowel,
and by falsifying the actual posi-
tions of that legislator, drawing ire
from prospective voters.

Mr. Leidecker continues to see
nothing wrong with his imperson-
ation. The silence of the NEA
teachers is a remarkable acquies-
cence to gutter tactics.

NEA teacher in Clay Pell's ad

One of Mr. Pell’s television ads
features an NEA high school
teacher who complains about the
fact that some political leaders are
oppositional to teachers. She
bemoans the fact that she feels
she has to teach to a test rather
than the good old days when she
really enjoyed teaching. The ad, of
course, is a slam against Gina Rai-
mondo, who is actually saving the
pension system, and leaders like
Deborah Gist, Commissioner of
Education, who is implementing
standards. Just to what "happy
days" the teacher is alluding
remains a mystery. The program
for International  Students
released a study (as reported in
Popular Science, September 2014)
on the state of math, science and
reading skills in 65 countries
including in the United States.
This country’s score was basically
the same as 2003 — which shows,
as Arne Duncan, the U.S. Secre-
tary of Education, puts it, an "edu-
cational stagnation". So, before
Commissioner Gist ever stepped
foot into R.I. and demanded an

objective  measurement for
accountability, education had
been hitting a brick wall for over a
decade. The teacher’s complaint is
way off base.

Representative Peter Palumbo

Apparently, the Democratic leg-
islator from Cranston has a prob-
lem with ethics. He has been
ignoring a rule, going back to
2002, that bars lawmakers from
seeking state contracts. He has
been running the food conces-
sions at several state beaches and,
apparently, Mr. Clean he is not,
with over 70 recent violations
issued by the department of
health.

Keeping kids

Dear Dr. Evans,

I have three kids under five,
and I am thinking of adopting a
puppy or a kitten in the near
future. I'm a little concerned
because I've heard that pets
can carry diseases that people
can get. I love the idea of hav-
ing my children grow up with
pets, but I want to protect
them, too. What do you sug-
gest? —Mary D.

Dear Mary,

If you have three kids under
five, well, first, God bless you,
and second, you already know
that you can't protect them
from everything. That said,
there's no need to deny your
children the joy of canine or
feline companionship out of
fear of contagion. Yes, there's a
list of zoonotic diseases (dis-
eases transmissible from ani-
mals to people) so long that
you wonder why anyone would
risk getting so much as a ger-
bil. But common sense, good

and pets healthy, together

hygiene, and proper veterinary
care can stop disease in its
tracks.

Let's start with the mother of
all terrifying zoonotic diseases:
rabies. If a person or mammal
contracts rabies, it's invariably
fatal, and horrifyingly so. The
disease is so feared it occupies
a place in the popular imagina-
tion — think "Old Yeller" and
"To Kill a Mockingbird." But
public awareness, rabies laws,
and vaccination have reduced
the threat in developed coun-
tries significantly. Modern
rabies vaccines, administered
in accordance with veterinary,
municipal, and manufacturer's
guidelines, are extremely effec-
tive. If a dog or cat is exposed
via contact with a potentially
infected animal, booster vac-
cines and observation mini-
mize the risk. And even if a
household pet were to be
infected and expose a human,
prophylactic treatment is life-
saving.

There are far too many
zoonotic diseases for one col-
umn to discuss, but in general,
if you take good care of your
pet, your kids should be safe.
Parasite control is one of the
most important measures you
can take. Some intestinal para-
sites are zoonotic, and children
are at higher risk than adults
because they don't always
remember wash their hands
after playing with their dog or
cat, and eggs on a pet's coat
can accidentally be transferred
to the hands and ingested
inadvertently. Common-sense
measures are protective.
Always be a good citizen and
pick up your pet's stool; dis-
pose of it in such a way that
kids aren't exposed to it.
Encourage hand-washing after
petting the pup or kitty. If your
kids have a sandbox, keep it
covered when not in use, so
wandering cats don't use it as a
litterbox. Follow your vet's pro-

In the last 20 or

so years, weeks have shortened to
one; we've rented other camps on
other bodies of water and wel-
comed certain modern amenities.
(Indoor plumbing and Wi-Fi are
pretty great, but we always throw a
quilt over the TV)) I've gone bliss-
fully back off the grid to a rocky
island in Georgian Bay, Ontario
and this year we relaxed in a log
cabin tucked in pine woods on the
Damariscotta River in Maine.

No matter where I go, I rely on
this annual time away to recharge
my batteries and I look forward to
next summer’s vacation almost as
soon as I'm home again. I thought
what I required was stretched-out
days of do-nothing time spent
reading, napping in hammocks,
floating in the water, and eating
blueberries. But I realized recently
that what I really need to soothe
my soul is nature. Full immersion,
or close to. Even though I grow
and work in a garden full of plants
and wildlife, being in a relatively
undisturbed place listening to the
kind of quiet that’s filled with bird

helps me let go. I need to feel the
rain, hours after the storm passed,
still dripping off the trees. To walk
barefoot on rocks and fragrant
pine needle paths. To collect chips
of mica and count toadstools.

My a-ha moment came when [
learned about the Japanese prac-
tice of shinrin-yoku or “forest
bathing,” which began in the early
1980s as a Japanese Forest Agency
marketing campaign to promote
health, and is now considered
bonafide preventative medicine.
Studies show what the Japanese —
and the rest of us in our bones —
knew all along: a mindful walk in
nature, basking in all of the physi-
cal sensations, sights, sounds, and
smells that catch our attention,
does a body good. For starters, it
reduces stress by lowering cortisol
levels, alleviates the symptoms of
depression, and improves
immune function. Scientists
attribute some of the health bene-
fits we see after a walk in the
woods to the phytoncides plants
emit to defend themselves against
bacteria, fungi, and insects. What-
ever works.

The good news is, I know now
that I won't have to wait until next
summer to charge my batteries
again. I can take a forest bath any
day of the week and so can you.
There are walking trails all over
Rhode Island and South Coast
Massachusetts. From where I live
I'm only a ten minute walk from
Mt. Hope Farm, at 250 Metacom
Avenue in Bristol, which has a
lovely road that winds past mead-
ows and through the woods to
Cove Cabin and back again (2.5

the peninsula off Hope Street, The
Claire D. McIntosh Wildlife Refuge
(a.k.a. The Audubon Society) has
paths through woods and wet-
lands to the shore boardwalk.

Even though I have to drive
there, Weetamoo Woods in Tiver-
ton is one of my favorite places to
bask. Miles of well-marked paths,
shared with dogs, horses, and
mountain bikers, circulate
through 650 acres of mature forest
habitat. Destruction Brook Woods
over in Dartmouth, Mass., is
another pretty drive from any-
where and has about eight gor-
geously woody miles of marked
trails.

I don't know about Japan, but in
this part of the world, before we
engage mind and body in shinrin-
yoku, we really should practice
safety first. Be sure to douse your-
self in insect repellant, wear
orange during hunting season,
carry plenty of water, and check
yourself for ticks afterwards.

May the forest be with you.

deworm regularly — many
monthly heartworm preventa-
tives offer protection from
roundworms and hookworms.

Likewise, protect your pets
from external parasites that can
transmit disease. It's never
been easier; when I first started
practicing, I had to cross my
fingers for luck when instruct-
ing owners about flea control.
But nowadays, a dizzying vari-
ety of topical and/or oral med-
ications make flea control a
breeze. Fleas carry tapeworm
and transmit the bacteria that
causes Cat Scratch Fever. And
while you can't get Lyme dis-
ease directly from your dog,
you both can contract it from
infected ticks. Protect your dog,
protect your family.

Finally, be aware and proac-
tive. If your dog is suddenly so
itchy she can't sleep for
scratching, don't take a wait-
and-see approach. Get her to
the vet; he might have scabies,
a very contagious condition. If
a cat's fur is looking moth-eat-
en, get him seen; ringworm, a
fungal infection, is zoonotic.

You can't anticipate and pre-
vent every potential disease a
pet might develop, but good

towards keeping your kids safe.
A cat or a dog is infinitely likeli-
er to carry happiness than dis-
ease.

Are things getting too hot in the kitchen?

I don’t like chili peppers or
cayenne. Or broccoli rabe and oth-
er bitter greens. Or espresso
(unless it’s in tiramisu). Or sriracha.
Or ponzu. Or any of the other hot
sauces some chefs seem to think
are necessary in the most unex-
pected dishes.

I used to think my taste buds
were just wusses. Then, years ago, I
came across an article on super-
tasters and there was a description
of my taste buds. The term was
coined in 1991 after a study by Lin-
da Bartoshuk at the Yale Medical
School.

Supertasters  according to
Wikipedia experience “the sense of
taste with far greater intensity than
average. Some 35 percent of
women and 15 percent of men are
supertasters.”

That doesn't means we are “bet-
ter” tasters. My husband has a bet-
ter sense of taste than I do. He can
tell what type of container his milk
came from. Or, sample a new dish
and know that it has a particular
spice I use in another dish. He's
much better at identifying ingredi-
ents in a dish than I am, but loves
espresso, beer and hot, spicy foods
(within reason).

But, supertasters don't appreci-
ate bitter foods, such as kale, tonic
water, grapefruit juice, olives, broc-
coli rabe, hoppy beers and espres-
so. Sometimes, they don't like
extremely sweet items, too. No
one’s sure why, but scientists think
it's partly genetic, and there’s no
doubt a radar for too bitter would
have been handy for early man
when searching for edibles and
avoiding toxic plants.

However, not all supertasters are
the same. I like tonic water, kale

It's the really
bitter, spicy and overly sweet
things I avoid. And, I've never liked
beer.

I had resigned myself to asking
how “hot” a particular item is on a
menu before ordering it. And quar-
tering the amount of Thai chili
paste [ add to a stirfry.

Before 1 started researching
supertasters, I couldn’t understand
why really spicy dishes appeal to
some. [ want to taste the shrimp or
chicken in a dish, not simply the
sauce on top. But, if 25 percent of
the population are non-tasters and
50 percent are medium tasters,
then I guess those diners just don't
taste the heat the way the 25 per-
cent of supertasters do.

Sprouted breads and a summer treat

aybe you've seen
sprouted breads in the
grocery store recently.

But what does "sprouted" mean
exactly? Sprouted bread is made
by soaking
grains in water
until they
sprout. Then,
the sprouts are
combined and
ground to make
breads. Many
grains and
legumes are
used to make
sprouted bread. Usually they
include wheat, millet, barley,
lentils, oats, and soy. Sprouted
bread is not a new thing — it has
been around since as early as
2,000 B.C.

Sprouts are living plants, and
they have enzymes that help
break down proteins and carbo-
hydrates. This makes sprouted
bread easier to digest then regu-
lar bread. These breads tend to
contain more protein than regu-
lar breads as well. The gluten
content is lower than traditional
breads, so this makes sprouted
bread a good choices for those
who are gluten sensitive. They are
not, however, safe for people with
Celiac disease.

Keep your sprouted bread in
the freezer until you're ready to
use it. Let it thaw by leaving it at
room temperature, or put it

Martin’s Garden Notes
Fall Vegetable Gardening

The veggie season is far from over if you want to keep harvesting vegeta-
bles well into the fall. As you clear out an area that has produced all it can, turn
it over and plant Lettuce, Broccoli, Cauliflower, Collards, Kale, and Cabbage.
These will produce very well until we have a very hard freeze. You can also sow
spinach for harvest this fall and plant enough to leave over the winter for harvest
in early April. You can also be successful sowing mesclun mix for a great addi-
tion to your salads.

With any luck you can sow carrots and beets and have them to harvest well
after frost. Cover them with straw to protect from frost.

In areas of the garden that you don't intend to replant, plant a cover crop of
oats by mid September. If you clear out an area later, it is best to sow rye. Just
be aware that rye will live through the winter and must be turned under early in
the spring as it will quickly grow to four feet tall. Both covers will store nutri-
ents that you will turn back into the soil in the spring and will prevent erosion.
